The Bashkir State University was founded in 1957 on the basis of the Bashkir State
Pedagogical Institute named after K. A. Timiryazev. The University is actually the legal successor
of the Ufa Teachers' Training Institute (est. 1918) — the first higher education institution in the
Republic of Bashkortostan, which in 1920 was transformed into the Institute of Public Education
and later into the Pedagogical Institute. Today this major scientific, educational and cultural center
of the Republic ranks among the top ten classical universities of the Russian Federation.

At various phases of its history the University employed outstanding Russian and
Bashkortostani scientists and scholars: Academician of the USSR Academy of Sciences
N. N. Bogolyubov: mathematicians, Corresponding Members of the USSR Academy of Sciences
A. F. Leontyev and A. M. llyin, Professors L. I. Rubinshtein, A. B. Shabat, S. I. Pinchuk

The University currently employs about 1580 instructors, including 226 Doctors and 726
Candidates of Science. 42 Doctors have been elected Full Members and Corresponding Members of
various academies.

More than 24,755 students are trained in 74 trades at the full-time department.The
University incorporates 15 departments in Ufa and 3 branches located in Sibai, Sterlitamak and
Neftekamsk. Instruction is effected by 73 chairs.

The University provides postgraduate training in 58 specialties and doctorate training in 23,
there being 13 academic boards for theses defense.
Science is represented by the R&D center, three problem and multi-branch laboratories, the R&D
Institute for Sociology, the Bashkir Patent Center, the «Zaryad» experiment and design bureau
focusing on building computer systems, measuring instruments and machine-tools for the
engineering industry.



The University instructors annually issue 110 titles of monographs, textbooks and teaching
aids. The Bashkir University participates in international integration activities, cooperating on a
contractual basis with universities in the USA, Turkey, Germany, France, Italy, Egypt, Hungary,
Japan and China in the sphere of science and  higher  education.
The Bashkir University is a vibrantly growing institution. The transition is currently
accomplished to a multi-level system of higher professional training. The high standard of
theoretical and methodological background of the professor and instructor staff supported by
academic traditions facilitates training highly-qualified specialists.
The University is justly proud of its graduates. More than 80,000 specialists have been trained

here since 1957 thus contributing significantly to Bashkortostan's intellectual potential.

The Bashkir State University

The Bashkir State University was founded in 1957 on the basis of the Bashkir State Pedagogical
Institute named after K. A. Timiryazev. The University is actually the legal successor of the Ufa
Teachers' Training Institute (est. 1918) — the first higher education institution in the Republic of
Bashkortostan, which in 1920 was transformed into the Institute of Public Education and later into
the Pedagogical Institute. Today this major scientific, educational and cultural center of the
Republic ranks among the top ten classical universities of the Russian Federation.

The University currently employs about 1580 instructors, including 226 Doctors and 726
Candidates of Science. 42 Doctors have been elected Full Members and Corresponding Members of
various academies. More than 24,755 students are trained in 74 trades at the full-time department.

The University incorporates 15 departments in Ufa and 3 branches located in Sibai, Sterlitamak and
Neftekamsk. Instruction IS effected by 73 chairs.
The University provides postgraduate training in 58 specialties and doctorate training in 23, there
being 13 academic boards for theses defense.

Science is represented by the R&D center, three problem and multi-branch laboratories, the R&D
Institute for Sociology, the Bashkir Patent Center, the «Zaryad» experiment and design bureau
focusing on building computer systems, measuring instruments and machine-tools for the
engineering industry.

The University instructors annually issue 110 titles of monographs, textbooks and teaching aids.
The Bashkir University participates in international integration activities, cooperating on a
contractual basis with universities in the USA, Turkey, Germany, France, Italy, Egypt, Hungary,
Japan and China in the sphere of science and  higher  education.

The Bashkir University is a vibrantly growing institution. The transition is currently
accomplished to a multi-level system of higher professional training. The high standard of
theoretical and methodological background of the professor and instructor staff supported by
academic traditions facilitates training highly-qualified specialists.

The University is justly proud of its graduates. More than 80,000 specialists have been trained
here since 1957 thus contributing significantly to Bashkortostan's intellectual potential.

The Faculty of Engineering

The faculty of engineering trains highly qualified specialists in the fields of engineering, machine
building, chemistry and pharmacology, machine engineering and quality management. There are
full- time and part-time departments. The faculty also has Master’s and postgraduate programs.

The Faculty occupies a 5-storied building in Mingazhev Street. There are spacious classrooms,
laboratories and a library for its students. Dean of the Faculty is Pf. Galiakhmetov Rail
Nigmatjanovich.

The total number of students of the faculty is about 980, about 500 of them study at the full-time
department.

Over the period of study, the faculty students receive theoretical knowledge in basic sciences and
deep knowledge of their special disciplines. Teaching is done through lectures, seminars and
practical classes. They are held by the instructors form 4 chairs: Chair of Engineering Physics,
Technological machines and Equipment, Technical Chemistry and Material Science and the Chair
of Quality Management. There are 50 staff members. Among them, there are 12 Doctors of
Sciences and 39 Masters of Sciences.

The Faculty invites skilled specialists from leading plants and factories to teach practical and
laboratory classes. Students’ graduation theses are maximally close to real production, which opens
up possibilities for them to implement their projects into practice.

Development of the new types of equipment, intended for various industries, including oil industry
is carried out at the faculty. A lot of processing equipment and devices intended for increase in oil
recovery, for performance of enterprises are created.

Students make experiments with herbal raw materials. They study synthesis of pharmacologically
active connections based on extractive substances. So, chemistry of food and dietary supplements is
being developed at the Faculty. Students of the faculty take active part in research work. They are
co-authors of scientific publications. They present the results of their experiments at scientific
conferences and participate in competitions of student's works of the Russian Federation and the
Republic.

Annually, the findings of students’ scientific research are presented at theoretical and practical
conferences where they receive high ratings. Some prominent projects of our students and graduates
get governmental scientific grants.

If safety
depends on how the equipment has been installed, you should inspect it to ensure it has been set up
correctly and is safe to operate before you use it for the first time, and after assembly in a new
location. If equipment is used in unfavourable conditions, inspect it regularly for deterioration
which might result in danger, and whenever exceptional circumstances which may make the
equipment unsafe have occurred. Keep records of all inspections.

Testing for Intelligence

Psychologists have not reached a consensus on how best to define intelligence. Working
definitions describe intelligence in terms of reasoning, problem solving, and dealing with
environment. 1Q tests measure some, but not all, of these aspects of intelligence. Let’s look at the
history of 1Q tests. In 1904 the French government appointed psychologist Alfred Binet to a
commission charged with identifying, studying, and providing special educational programs for
children who were not doing well at school. As a part of his work on the commission, Binet
developed a set, or a battery, of intellectual test items that provided the model for today’s
intelligence tests. In creating his test, Binet assumed that intelligence is involved in many reasoning,
thinking and problem-solving activities. His tests included tasks such as unwrapping a piece of
candy, repeating numbers or sentences from memory, and identifying familiar objects. Binet also
assumed that children’s abilities increase with age. About a decade after Binet published his test,
Lewis Terman at Stanford University developed an English version known as the Stanford-Binet.
Terman added items to measure the intelligence of adults and revised the method of scoring. Mental
age was divided by chronological age, and the quotient was multiplied by 100. The result was called
the intelligence quotient, or 1Q. Thus, a child whose mental age and chronological age were equal
would have an IQ of 100, which is considered “average” intelligence. From this method of scoring
came the term IQ test, a name of a widely used test designed to measure intelligence on an
objective, standardized scale.  Nowadays in schools the Stanford-Binet and Wechsler tests are the



most popular individually administered intelligence tests. Both includes subtests and provide scores
for parts of the tests as well as an overall score. Currently, a person’s 1Q score reflects how far that
person’s performance on the test deviates from the average performance by people in his or her age
group.  1Q tests are reasonably reliable, and they do a good job of predicting academic success.
However, IQ tests assess only some of the abilities that might be considered aspects of
intelligence, and they may favor those most familiar with middle-class culture. Nonetheless, this
familiarity is important for academic and occupational success.

Boys will perform better in education if they have a male teacher in their primary school,

according to research published today. A study of more than 1,000 men reveals almost half of

them (48 per cent) cited male primary school teachers as having had the most impact on them
during their school life. In addition, 35 per cent said having a male teacher challenged them to

work harder at school while 22 per cent said males had boosted their confidence in their own
ability.

The research, for the Training and Development Agency - the body responsible for teacher

training - comes as the number of males qualifying to teach is at its lowest for five years -23.8

per cent. Only 13 per cent of all primary school teachers are men. The research, carried out by

ICM, is backed up by psychologists who point out that - with the growing number of one-

parent families where children are brought up by their mother a teacher may be a child's only
male role model. Dr Tanya Byron, the clinical psychologist and government adviser, said:

"Male primary school teachers can often be stable and reliable figures in the lives of the

children they teach."The number of males qualifying to teach was 1.5 per cent down in 2006-

07 compared with the previous year. However, with primary school registrations, the figure

has been rising by 1 per cent a year to 16 per cent.

The TDA is launching a campaign to encourage men to teach. It wants recruits to follow

in the footsteps of Simon Horrocks, who quit his job as a supermarket manager to start teaching
aged 39. Mr Horrocks, who teaches at Christ Church school in Folkestone, Kent, sold his home to
study to be a teacher.

The Bashkir State University

The Bashkir State University was founded in 1957 on the basis of the Bashkir State Pedagogical
Institute named after K. A. Timiryazev. The University is actually the legal successor of the Ufa
Teachers' Training Institute (est. 1918) — the first higher education institution in the Republic of
Bashkortostan, which in 1920 was transformed into the Institute of Public Education and later into
the Pedagogical Institute. Today this major scientific, educational and cultural center of the
Republic ranks among the top ten classical universities of the Russian Federation.

The University currently employs about 1580 instructors, including 226 Doctors and 726
Candidates of Science. 42 Doctors have been elected Full Members and Corresponding Members of
various academies. More than 24,755 students are trained in 74 trades at the full-time department.
The University incorporates 15 departments in Ufa and 3 branches located in Sibai, Sterlitamak and
Neftekamsk. Instruction is effected by 73 chairs.

The University provides postgraduate training in 58 specialties and doctorate training in 23, there
being 13 academic boards for theses defense.

Science is represented by the R&D center, three problem and multi-branch laboratories, the R&D
Institute for Sociology, the Bashkir Patent Center, the «Zaryad» experiment and design bureau
focusing on building computer systems, measuring instruments and machine-tools for the
engineering industry.

The University instructors annually issue 110 titles of monographs, textbooks and teaching aids.
The Bashkir University participates in international integration activities, cooperating on a
contractual basis with universities in the USA, Turkey, Germany, France, Italy, Egypt, Hungary,
Japan and China in the sphere of science and higher education.

The Bashkir University is a vibrantly growing institution. The transition is currently
accomplished to a multi-level system of higher professional training.

1.En 1642, le jour méme de Noél, I’année méme ou Galilée, I’un des plus grands fondateurs de la
mécanique et de I’astronomie, mourut sous la surveillance infatigable de I’inquisition, dans une
pauvre maisonnette de Woolsthorpe, en Angleterre, naquit Isaac Newton,savant, qui devait
découvrir les lois de la gravitation universelle.
2.Le jeune Isaac n’eut rien d’un enfant prodige. Il aimait dessiner, lire, fabriquer des objets
amusants (tels, par exemple, qu’une horloge solaire) et faisait de bonnes études a I’école de son
village. Aprés avoir terminé 1’école, Newton entra, vers dix-huit ans, au Collége de la Trinité, a
Cambridge, une des plus vieilles universités de 1’Europe.
3.En automne de 1665, une épidémie de peste, qui fut terrible dans toute 1’ Angleterre et surtout a
Londres, fit fermer 1’Université de Cambridge. Newton rentra dans sa ville natale, ou il demeura
jusqu’au printemps de 1667.
Durant cette période, le jeune homme étudia quelques-unes des idées fondamentales sur les trois
problémes principaux qui rendirent son nom célebre : le calcul infinitésimal, la nature et la
composition de la lumiére blanche et la loi de la gravitation universelle.
Pourtant, le jeune Newton ne publia rien a cette époque, parce qu’il était trés modeste, et, outre cela,
il ne voulait pas faire connaitre trop tot ses découvertes. Pour la méme raison, la loi de la gravitation
ne fut publiée qu’en 1687.
4.La vie de Newton fut longue et pleine de passion pour les recherches scientifiques. Ses célebres
« Principia» furent publiés en trois livres importants en 1686 et 1687.0n dit souvent, que cet
ouvrage était la plus importante contribution a la science jamais réalisée par un seul homme. Le
troisieme livre de cet ouvrage, « Du systéme du monde », est un trait¢ général sur la gravitation et
sur les maticres étudiées dans les deux premiers livres.
Depuis I’année 1669, étant a la téte de la chaire du Collége de la Trinité, a Cambridge, Isaac
Newton perfectionna la lunette astronomique, construisit le premier télescope.

La nanotechnologie est une science et une ingénierie a 1'échelle des atomes et des molécules.

C'est la manipulation et I'utilisation de matériaux et de dispositifs si minuscules que rien ne peut

étre construit plus petit.

Comment petit est petit?

Les nanomatériaux ont généralement une taille comprise entre 0,1 et 100 nanometres (nm), 1 nm
étant équivalent a un milliardieme de métre (10 a 9 m). C'est a cette échelle que fonctionnent les
fonctions de base du monde biologique - et que des matériaux de cette taille présentent des
propriétés physiques et chimiques inhabituelles.

Ces propriétés profondément différentes sont dues a une augmentation de la surface spécifique par
rapport au volume a mesure que les particules deviennent plus petites - ainsi que par le biais d'effets
quantiques étranges a l'échelle atomique.

Si 1 nanometre correspond a peu pres a la largeur d’une téte d’épingle, 1 métre a cette échelle
correspond a une distance totale entre Washington, DC et Atlanta - environ 1 000 kilométres.

Mais une téte d'épingle mesure en réalité un million de nanometres.

La plupart des atomes ont une largeur de 0,1 a 0,2 nm, des brins d’ADN avoisinant les 2 nm de
largeur, les érythrocytes ont un diamétre d’environ 7 000 nm, tandis que les poils humains ont
typiquement une largeur de 80 000 nm.



On retrouve aujourd'hui la nanotechnologie dans des produits allant de films nanométriques
d'épaisseur sur des vitres "autonettoyantes" a des pigments d'écrans solaires et de rouges a lévres.
Nano est né

L'idée de la nanotechnologie est née en 1959 lorsque le physicien Richard Feynman a donné une
conférence explorant I'idée de construire des choses a I'échelle atomique et moléculaire.

Il imagina toute I'Encyclopaedia Britannica écrite sur la téte d'une épingle.

Cependant, la nanotechnologie expérimentale n’est apparue qu’en 1981, lorsque des scientifiques
de Zurich, a Zurich, ont construit le premier microscope a effet tunnel (STM).

Cela nous permet de voir des atomes uniques en balayant une sonde minuscule sur la surface d'un
cristal de silicium.

En 1990, les scientifiques du IBM ont découvert comment utiliser un STM pour déplacer des
atomes de xénon sur une surface de nickel. Dans une expérience emblématique, avec un ceil inspiré
pour le marketing, ils ont déplacé 35 atomes pour épeler «IBM».

D’autres progres importants ont été réalisés en 1985, lorsque les chimistes ont découvert comment
créer une molécule en forme de boule de football de 60 atomes de carbone, qu’ils ont appelée
buckminsterfullerene (alias C60 ou buckyballs).

Et en 1991, de trés petits rouleaux d'atomes de carbone ultra-puissants connus sous le nom de
nanotubes d'ascarbon ont été créés.

Celles-ci sont six fois plus 1égeres, mais 100 fois plus solides que 1'acier.

Les deux matériaux ont d'importantes applications en tant que blocs de construction a I'échelle
nanométrique.

Les nanotubes ont été transformés en fibres, en fils et en tissus longs et utilisés pour créer des
plastiques résistants, des puces d'ordinateur, des détecteurs de gaz toxiques et de nombreux autres
matériaux innovants.

Dans un avenir lointain, les propriétés uniques des nanotubes pourraient méme étre exploitées pour
construire un ascenseur spatial.

En 1946 a Princeton, le mathématicien Von Neumann définit une machine qu’on
appelle aujourd’hui «un ordinateur». C’est une machine automatique, a laquelle on présente sous
forme numérique des données sur lesquelles elle doit effectuer certains calculs suivant un
programme déterminé.

Le premier ordinateur commercial date de 1951: c’est une machine €lectronique a tubes a vide. Ce
n’est que vers 1960 qu’on remplace définitivement les tubes a vide par des transistors a semi-
conducteurs, puis par des circuits integrés comportant de plus en plus de transistors.

L’informatique évolue alors dans 2 directions: celle des mégaordinateurs trés coliteux qui sont de
grosses machines trés complexes; et celle des miniordinateurs, d’usage plus simple et a la portée
d’un plus grand nombre.

L’introduction de I’informatique au niveau du produit est I’objectif de la C.A.O. C.A.O. - c’est un
processus informatique qui permet, en introduisant dans un ordinateur [’ensemble des
caractéristiques d’un objet a concevoir, d’utiliser ces données pour déterminer toutes les
informations nécessaires a la fabrication de cet objet. Il s’agit des programmes.



Tout ce que fait I’ordinateur consiste a tirer instantanément des conséquences et développer une
idée. C’est dommage, qu’il ne puisse pas remplacer I’homme partout. Dans bien des domaines, tels
que I’intelligence, la stratégie, la créativité, I’homme n’est pres d’étre dépassé par les ordinateurs.

The Bashkir State University

The Bashkir State University was founded in 1957 on the basis of the Bashkir State Pedagogical Institute
named after K. A. Timiryazev. The University is actually the legal successor of the Ufa Teachers'
Training Institute (est. 1918) — the first higher education institution in the Republic of Bashkortostan,
which in 1920 was transformed into the Institute of Public Education and later into the Pedagogical
Institute. Today this major scientific, educational and cultural center of the Republic ranks among the top
ten classical universities of the Russian Federation.

The University currently employs about 1580 instructors, including 226 Doctors and 726
Candidates of Science. 42 Doctors have been elected Full Members and Corresponding Members of
various academies. More than 24,755 students are trained in 74 trades at the full-time department.

The University incorporates 15 departments in Ufa and 3 branches located in Sibai, Sterlitamak and
Neftekamsk. Instruction is effected by 73 chairs.

The University provides postgraduate training in 58 specialties and doctorate training in 23, there being
13 academic boards for theses defense.

Science is represented by the R&D center, three problem and multi-branch laboratories, the R&D
Institute for Sociology, the Bashkir Patent Center, the «Zaryad» experiment and design bureau focusing
on building computer systems, measuring instruments and machine-tools for the engineering industry.
The University instructors annually issue 110 titles of monographs, textbooks and teaching aids. The
Bashkir University participates in international integration activities, cooperating on a contractual basis
with universities in the USA, Turkey, Germany, France, Italy, Egypt, Hungary, Japan and China in the
sphere of science and higher education.

The Bashkir University is a vibrantly growing institution. The transition is currently accomplished
to a multi-level system of higher professional training. The high standard of theoretical and



methodological background of the professor and instructor staff supported by academic traditions
facilitates training highly-qualified specialists.
The University is justly proud of its graduates. More than 80,000 specialists have been trained here
since 1957 thus contributing significantly to Bashkortostan's intellectual potential.

Un savant eminent, Isaac Newton
1.En 1642, le jour méme de Noél, I’année méme ou Galilée, I’un des plus grands fondateurs de la
mécanique et de I’astronomie, mourut sous la surveillance infatigable de I’inquisition, dans une pauvre
maisonnette de Woolsthorpe, en Angleterre, naquit Isaac Newton,savant, qui devait découvrir les lois de
la gravitation universelle.
2.Le jeune Isaac n’eut rien d’un enfant prodige. Il aimait dessiner, lire, fabriquer des objets amusants
(tels, par exemple, qu’une horloge solaire) et faisait de bonnes études a I’école de son village. Apres avoir
terminé 1’école, Newton entra, vers dix-huit ans, au College de la Trinité, a Cambridge, une des plus
vieilles universités de I’Europe.
3.En automne de 1665, une épidémie de peste, qui fut terrible dans toute I’ Angleterre et surtout a
Londres, fit fermer 1’Université de Cambridge. Newton rentra dans sa ville natale, ou il demeura jusqu’au
printemps de 1667.
Durant cette période, le jeune homme étudia quelques-unes des idées fondamentales sur les trois
problémes principaux qui rendirent son nom cé¢lébre : le calcul infinitésimal, la nature et la composition
de la lumiére blanche et la loi de la gravitation universelle.
Pourtant, le jeune Newton ne publia rien a cette époque, parce qu’il était trés modeste, et, outre cela, il ne
voulait pas faire connaitre trop tot ses découvertes. Pour la méme raison, la loi de la gravitation ne fut
publiée qu’en 1687.
4.La vie de Newton fut longue et pleine de passion pour les recherches scientifiques. Ses célébres
« Principia» furent publiés en trois livres importants en 1686 et 1687.0n dit souvent, que cet ouvrage était
la plus importante contribution a la science jamais réalisée par un seul homme. Le troisieéme livre de cet
ouvrage, « Du systeme du monde », est un traité général sur la gravitation et sur les maticres étudiées
dans les deux premiers livres.
Depuis I’année 1669, étant a la téte de la chaire du Collége de la Trinité, a8 Cambridge, Isaac Newton
perfectionna la lunette astronomique, construisit le premier télescope.
5.Isaac Newton mourut en 1727, apres avoir été président de la Société Royale pendant 23 ans. Il fut
enterré solennellement a I’abbaye de Westminster, et sur sa statue au College de la Trinité, a Cambridge

De nombreuses affirmations incroyables ont été faites sur les applications nanotechnologiques du futur,
mais que signifie exactement nano et pourquoi la controverse a-t-elle miné cette technologie émergente?
La nanotechnologie est une science et une ingénierie a 1'échelle des atomes et des molécules.

C'est la manipulation et 'utilisation de matériaux et de dispositifs si minuscules que rien ne peut étre
construit plus petit.
Comment petit est petit?
Les nanomatériaux ont généralement une taille comprise entre 0,1 et 100 nanometres (nm), 1 nm étant
équivalent a un milliardieme de métre (10 & 9 m). C'est a cette échelle que fonctionnent les fonctions de
base du monde biologique - et que des matériaux de cette taille présentent des propriétés physiques et
chimiques inhabituelles.

Ces propriétés profondément différentes sont dues a une augmentation de la surface spécifique par
rapport au volume a mesure que les particules deviennent plus petites - ainsi que par le biais d'effets
quantiques étranges a I'échelle atomique.



Si 1 nanomeétre correspond a peu pres a la largeur d’une téte d’épingle, 1 metre a cette échelle correspond
a une distance totale entre Washington, DC et Atlanta - environ 1 000 kilométres.

Mais une téte d'épingle mesure en réalité un million de nanometres.

La plupart des atomes ont une largeur de 0,1 a 0,2 nm, des brins d’ADN avoisinant les 2 nm de largeur,
les érythrocytes ont un diamétre d’environ 7 000 nm, tandis que les poils humains ont typiquement une
largeur de 80 000 nm.

On retrouve aujourd'hui la nanotechnologie dans des produits allant de films nanométriques d'épaisseur
sur des vitres "autonettoyantes" a des pigments d'écrans solaires et de rouges a lévres.

Nano est né

L'idée de la nanotechnologie est née en 1959 lorsque le physicien Richard Feynman a donné une
conférence explorant I'idée de construire des choses a I'échelle atomique et moléculaire.

Il imagina toute I'Encyclopaedia Britannica écrite sur la téte d'une épingle.

Cependant, la nanotechnologie expérimentale n’est apparue qu’en 1981, lorsque des scientifiques de
Zurich, a Zurich, ont construit le premier microscope a effet tunnel (STM).

Cela nous permet de voir des atomes uniques en balayant une sonde minuscule sur la surface d'un cristal
de silicium.

En 1990, les scientifiques du IBM ont découvert comment utiliser un STM pour déplacer des atomes de
xénon sur une surface de nickel. Dans une expérience emblématique, avec un ceil inspiré pour le
marketing, ils ont déplacé 35 atomes pour épeler «IBM».

D’autres progrés importants ont été réalisés en 1985, lorsque les chimistes ont découvert comment créer
une molécule en forme de boule de football de 60 atomes de carbone, qu’ils ont appelée
buckminsterfullerene (alias C60 ou buckyballs).

Et en 1991, de trés petits rouleaux d'atomes de carbone ultra-puissants connus sous le nom de nanotubes
d'ascarbon ont été créés.

Celles-ci sont six fois plus 1égeres, mais 100 fois plus solides que 1'acier.

Les deux matériaux ont d'importantes applications en tant que blocs de construction a I'échelle
nanométrique.

Les nanotubes ont été transformés en fibres, en fils et en tissus longs et utilisés pour créer des plastiques
résistants, des puces d'ordinateur, des détecteurs de gaz toxiques et de nombreux autres matériaux
innovants.

Dans un avenir lointain, les propriétés uniques des nanotubes pourraient méme étre exploitées pour
construire un ascenseur spatial.

Possibilités et limites des ordinateurs

L’importance de la révolution produite par I’informatique est immense. On attribue aux ordinateurs des
propriétés presque surhumaines. Les spécialistes annoncent que les ordinateurs vont dépasser
I’intelligence humaine et notre société sera transformée par I’informatique et la télécommucation.Les
origines de I’informatique passent par I’invention des nombres et la représentation des informations sous
forme numérique, et par le développement des machines automatiques. En 1946 a Princeton, le
mathématicien Von Neumann définit une machine qu’on appelle aujourd’hui «un ordinateur». C’est une
machine automatique, a laquelle on présente sous forme numérique des données sur lesquelles elle doit
effectuer certains calculs suivant un programme déterminé.

Le premier ordinateur commercial date de 1951: c¢’est une machine électronique a tubes a vide. Ce n’est
que vers 1960 qu’on remplace définitivement les tubes a vide par des transistors a semi-conducteurs, puis
par des circuits integrés comportant de plus en plus de transistors.

L’informatique évolue alors dans 2 directions: celle des mégaordinateurs trés coliteux qui sont de grosses
machines trés complexes; et celle des miniordinateurs, d’usage plus simple et a la portée d’un plus grand

nombre.



L’introduction de I’informatique au niveau du produit est I’objectif de la C.A.O. C.A.O. - c’est un
processus informatique qui permet, en introduisant dans un ordinateur 1’ensemble des caractéristiques
d’un objet a concevoir, d’utiliser ces données pour déterminer toutes les informations nécessaires a la
fabrication de cet objet. Il s’agit des programmes.

Tout ce que fait I’ordinateur consiste a tirer instantanément des conséquences et développer une idée.
C’est dommage, qu’il ne puisse pas remplacer I’homme partout. Dans bien des domaines, tels que
I’intelligence, la stratégie, la créativité, ’homme n’est prés d’étre dépassé par les ordinateurs.
