A There are many benefits if you do a work placement or internship. You will have the
opportunity to practise your skills in the workplace and you can test your career plans to see if
you have made the right decision. You can make contacts for the future, if you make a good
impression. You will learn how to take responsibility for your work and how to behave in an
environment which is different from being a student. A work placement also enhances the look
of your CV (many jobs are unavailable to those with no experience) — and, of course, you'll earn
some money.

B Employers can also benefit from work placements. Students have up-to-date knowledge and
skills which can be put to good use on a project. Students are often highly motivated and work
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hard, and staff and students learn from each other as they do their work tasks. If a student works
really well, the employer can offer them a full time job with less risk than with an unknown
person. The student will be familiar with the organization and its unwritten rules and will fit in
better than someone who is completely new.

C There are different kinds of work placements. ‘Work shadowing’ means following someone
around as they do their work to see how they do it. A general role will mean being involved in
many different aspects of work in a department or company and learning how a wide range of
things work in the organisation. Taking on a specific role on a project or in a department is more
like having a real job and you will probably be responsible for a specific area of work.

D The most important quality the employer is looking for is attitude. When you approach an
employer for a work placement you must show that you are enthusiastic and willing to learn.
This is more important than previous experience. You will be able to learn from any work
experience but it is best to apply for a role which you are interested in and in which you can offer
the employer some benefit. You should also expect the employer to assess your work and to
offer you a written appraisal of how you performed in such areas as meeting deadlines and
dealing with your workload.

At automobile dealerships, a significant number of car shoppers leave the lot with a brand new
car, even though they could not afford to pay for that car in cash. To obtain the car, these buyers
borrowed the money. They then gave the borrowed money to the car dealer in exchange for the
vehicle.

If the cost of a vehicle is $20,000 and a buyer hands over $2,000 in cash and $18,000 in
borrowed money in exchange for the vehicle, the buyer’s cash outlay is only 10% of the
vehicle’s purchase price. Using borrowed money to pay 90% of the cost enables the buyer to
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obtain a significantly more expensive vehicle than what could have been purchased using only
available personal cash. From an investment perspective, the is 10 to one (10:1). That
is to say, the ratio of personal cash to borrowed cash is $1 in personal cash for every $10 spent.

AUDIT

Audit is an examination of the records and reports of an enterprise by accounting specialists
other than those responsible for their preparation. Public auditing by independent accountants
has acquired professional status and become increasingly common with the rise of large business
units and the separation of ownership from control. The public accountant performs tests to
determine whether the management's statements were prepared in accordance with acceptable
accounting principles and fairly present the firm's financial position and operating results. Such
independent evaluations of management reports are of interest to actual and prospective
shareholders, bankers, suppliers, lessors, and government agencies. Generally speaking, auditing
has two functions: to reveal undesirable practices and, as far as possible, to prevent their
recurring in the future. A relatively new type of auditing is internal auditing. It is designed to
evaluate the effectiveness of a business's accounting system. Perhaps the most familiar type of
auditing is the administrative audit, or pre-audit, in which individual vouchers, invoices or other
documents are investigated for accuracy and proper authorization before they are paid or entered
in the books.

In English-speaking countries, public auditors are usually certified, and high standards of
professional qualification are encouraged.

Most countries have specific agencies or departments charged with the auditing of their public
accounts.

Taxpayers in all countries are interested in the sound management of the collected revenue, they
also want to know whether or not the executive branch of government is complying with the law,
especially in the area of public finance.

Government auditors are working for sound, economical and efficient financial management,
addressing the key problems in the field of public sector auditing, like strengthening the
institutions that oversee financial management, changes in the scope and methodology of
government auditing, ability to conduct performance audits in public enterprises, strengthening
internal auditing in spending units, ex-post external audits of government activities, budget
efficiency problems, performance of expenditure programmes.

The advantages accruing from an audit are obvious, taking into account the complexity of
present-day commerce and business.
