Prices for crude oil and natural gas futures constantly change in response to new information
and reflect the adjustments being made to previous and prospective expectations. The relative size
and duration of those adjustments often depend on the nature of the new information and the way it
is received. Unanticipated new information quite often induces extreme price volatility creating a
price shock. For example, the 1973 oil embargo by OPEC members caused oil prices to spike to
historical highs.

New information regularly disseminated to the market also induces price volatility, which can
range from barely noticeable to extreme because even though the information is anticipated, its
content may not be in line with the market's expectations. This is particularly true of the data
periodically released on oil, petroleum products and natural gas inventories. Here we'll cover where
the information for this industry comes from and when to expect it.

Where the Data Comes From

Weekly oil and natural gas supply data is published by the Energy Information
Administration (EIA), an independent agency of the United States Department of Energy. In
fulfilling its responsibility as policy advisor to the Department of Energy, the EIA's job is to
objectively collect, interpret and analyze all energy-related data.

The EIA schedules the weekly publication of data highlighting U.S. crude oil and petroleum
products inventory levels each Wednesday through two separate reports. The first, called the
Weekly Petroleum Status Report is distributed mid-morning and features raw inventory data along
with recent commodity and product spot and futures prices. The second report, This Week In
Petroleum, is available later in the afternoon. In addition to more extensive data points, this report
includes commentary by the EIA about the most recent data.

The EIA makes its report on U.S. natural gas storage levels available each Thursday. Similar
to its oil reports, it also releases two separate reports; the Weekly Natural Gas Storage Report is
released mid-morning in the form of a much smaller "flash™ report. It's similar to its crude oil
counterpart in that only the raw storage data is included. Additional data points and the EIA's
detailed analysis of the morning data is published in the Natural Gas Weekly Update in the
afternoon.

These reports are available at no cost and can be received by email automatically each week
once you sign up at the EIA's website.

Like the Energy Information Administration, the International Energy Agency (IEA) serves as
the energy policy advisor to the 26 countries comprising the Organization of Economic and
Cooperative Development (OECD). Also like the EIA, it collects, interprets and analyzes data
related to energy. However, unlike its U.S. counterpart, the IEA's data relates to global crude oil
supply and is released with the publication of the monthly Oil Market Report. Data presented each
month is given a detailed analysis and provides a perspective for the IEA's updated crude oil price



outlook, which is also included in the report. A paid subscription is required to receive the current
report when published.

Once, stocks were traded through the open outcry system. Today fast, interconnected computers
have mostly replaced the traders shouting prices on the floors of stock exchanges. Joe Saluzzi is a
head of equity trading at Themis Trading in New Jersey. “The equity market has changed. It’s no
longer what you see on TV, it’s no longer guys with colored jackets running around the floor
anymore. The equity market is a bunch of co-located computers strung together by a bunch of
wires, everyone trying to race to zero. The speed of light is the goal.” Computers can process stock
trades in thousandths of a second. Andrew Haines of Gain Capital is an online broker. “A
millisecond can mean millions of dollars to the success of your strategy. Having a one, two, three
millisecond advantage over other traders may mean that you get into a trade at a preferable price.”
Andrew Haines says an estimated seventy percent of all stock trades are high-frequency trades
made with complex computer models. Stocks may be held for only seconds. But fast trades are also
blamed for big moves in stock prices. On May sixth, two thousand ten, a leading measure of
American stocks briefly fell about nine percent. The Dow Jones Industrial Average then recovered
much of those losses by the end of trading that day. The Securities and Exchange Commission
ordered steps to prevent future “flash crashes” like that one. Joel Hasbrouck of New York
University says those steps are working. “They’re called circuit-breakers, and basically what they
mean is that when a stock has moved by a large amount in a short period of time, there’s a trading
halt.” Joe Saluzzi of Themis Trading says the main problem with high-speed trading is an
unbalanced market. “The stock market used to be a predictor of the future economy. Now I think
the stock market is a backwards predictor. It’s forecasting the next microsecond move. It’s not
forecasting the next six months, because most of the volume is being dominated by guys who could
care less what goes on in six months. So, how could you think the price is being set correctly?”” But



Joel Hasbrouck says high-speed trading can reduce sharp rises or drops in stock prices. “In normal
circumstances, high-frequency traders act as market-makers. That means they stand by passively
waiting to buy or sell from whoever comes into the market needing to trade. In that capacity, they
actually help stabilize the market.”

European finance ministers agreed to loan Greece about one hundred seventy-two billion dollars at
a meeting in February in Brussels. Luxembourg’s Prime Minister Jean-Claude Juncker announced
the agreement. “After a meeting of at least, I think, thirteen or fourteen hours, we have reached a
far-reaching agreement on Greece’s new program and private sector involvement that will lead to a
very significant debt reduction for Greece.” Under the plan, Greece’s private creditors will lose
more than half of the face value of their investments. The agreement also means the country will
receive its second financial rescue in less than two years. The new loans will likely let the Greek
government make a nineteen billion dollar payment on its debt by March twentieth. Now, Greece
must negotiate the terms of its loans with individual banks and other investors. But these creditors
will have to hurry. Greece can dictate its own terms once it reaches agreement with two thirds of its
creditors. Not everyone believes Greece will be able to repay its loans. The Fitch financial services
company cut the credit rating of Greece. Fitch said it remains “highly likely” that the country will
fail to meet its financial responsibilities. The Greek parliament has agreed to the idea of spending
and job cuts demanded by the European Union and the International Monetary Fund. The
parliament has to pass all seventy-nine measures included in a reform plan before getting the rescue
loans. Prime Minister Lucas Papademos has said his country has a lot of work to do before it can
receive new aid. At the same time, protests continue in Greece over budget-cutting measures. Many
Greeks say they have sacrificed enough. But Greece’s EU neighbors are unlikely to release new
loans until the budget cuts are in place. The head of the EU delegation to the United States,
Ambassador Joao Vale de Almeida, told that the union has learned from the crisis. “We learned a
lot about the means that we need to have to deal with emergency situations. We didn’t have them
before. We created, we developed them to deal with the cases like Greece and a few other countries.
Secondly, we learned that our governance system was not yet at the right level of sophistication,
and we are in fact changing a lot; if not, there is a small revolution going on inside the euro area in
the way we deal with what we call the economic governance. There is a lot being changed.”
