SPATIAL QUANTITY AND QUALIFIED SPACE
IT HAS ALREADY BEEN MADE CLEAR THAT EXTENSION is not purely and
simply a mode of quantity; in other words, while it is undoubtedly legitimate to speak of quantity
as extended or spatial, this does not necessarily imply that extension can be treated as quantity
and nothing more. This must be insisted on again, because it is particularly important in that it



reveals the insufficiency of Cartesian 'mechanism' and of the other physical theories derived
more or less directly from it in modern times. The first thing to be noticed in this connection is
that if space were purely quantitative it would have to be entirely homogeneous, and its parts
would have to be indistinguishable one from another by any characteristic other than their re-
spective sizes; this would amount to conceiving it as no more than a container without content,
that is to say as something which cannot have an independent existence in manifestation, for the
relation of container to content necessarily presupposes, by its very nature as a correlation, the
simultaneous presence of both of its terms. The question may be put, at least with some appear-
ance of reason, as to whether geometrical space can be conceived as endowed with some such
homogeneity, but whatever may be the answer to that question no such conception of homogene-
ity is compatible with physical space, with the space that contains bodies, for the presence of
those bodies suffices to determine qualitative differences between the parts of space they occu-
py-and Descartes was undoubtedly thinking of physical space, for otherwise his theory would
not mean anything, since it would then not be applicable in any real sense to the world of which
it claims to provide the explanation.

It would be useless to object that 'empty space' is only the starting-point of his theory be-
cause, in the first place, this would lead back to the conception of a container without content,
implying an emptiness that can have no place in the manifested world, emptiness as such not be-
ing a possibility of manifestation; and, in the second place, since Descartes reduces the whole
nature of bodies to extension, he is compelled thenceforth to suppose that their presence adds
nothing to what space itself already is. Indeed the diverse properties of bodies are no more in his
eyes than mere modifications of extension; but if that be so, whence can these properties come,
unless they are in some way inherent in extension itself, and
how can they be so inherent if the nature of extension is lacking in any qualitative elements?
Here there is something very like contradiction; indeed it would be difficult to maintain that this
contradiction, and a good many others like it, is not implicit in the work of Descartes; for he, like
the more recent materialists who surely have ample reason to proclaim themselves his followers,
seem really to be trying to extract the ‘greater' from the 'lesser'. To say that a body is nothing but
extension in a purely quantitative sense, is really the same as to say that its surface and its vol-
ume, which measure the portion of extension actually occupied by it, are the body itself with all
its properties, which is manifestly absurd; therefore some other interpretation must be sought,
and it becomes impossible to avoid the admission that extension itself is in some way qualitative,
but if it is so, it cannot serve as the basis of an exclusively 'mechanistic’ theory.

South Africa: 'Over 25% of schoolgirls HIV positive’

South Africa has launched an ambitious programme to tackle HIV/Aids

At least 28% of South African schoolgirls are HIV positive compared with 4% of boys because
"sugar daddies" are exploiting them, Health Minister Aaron Motsoaledi has said.

He said 94,000 schoolgirls also fell pregnant in 2011, and 77,000 had abortions at state facilities,
The Sowetan newspaper reports.

About 10% of South Africans are living with HIV, official statistics show.

Mr Motsoaledi has been widely praised for his efforts to curb the disease.

“It is clear that it is not young boys who are sleeping with these girls”, Aaron Motsoaledi Health
minister said.

South Africa has run the world's largest anti-retroviral (ARV) programme since President Jacob
Zuma appointed him health minister in 2009.

The number of HIV-positive people receiving life-saving ARV drugs more than doubled from
678,500 to 1.5 million after he took office, according to official statistics.



The government of former President Thabo Mbeki, who questioned the link between HIV and
Aids, had argued it could not afford to roll out this treatment to all the South Africans who need-
ed it.

‘Destroying children’

Speaking at a public meeting in the town of Carolina in South Africa's Mpumalanga province,
Mr Motsoaledi said the large number of young girls who were HIV-positive "destroyed my
soul".

"It is clear that it is not young boys who are sleeping with these girls. It is old men,” The Sowe-
tan quotes him as saying.

"We must take a stand against sugar daddies because they are destroying our children."

Mr Motsoaledi said some pregnant girls - aged between 10 and 14 years of age - also tested posi-
tive for HIV.

"[About] 77 000 girls had abortions at public facilities. We can no longer live like that. We want
to put an end to it," he said.

More than five million people in South Africa are HIV-positive - about 10% of the total popula-
tion.

Last year more than 260,000 people with Aids died - almost half the figure of all those who died
in the country.

Using Public Speaking Tasks in English Language Teaching

There are three advantages of public speaking: practice with all four language skills (lis-
tening, speaking, reading, and writing), development of critical thinking skills, and improved
learning.

Advantage 1: Public speaking provides opportunities to practice all four language skills.
Presentation and debate tasks utilize and strengthen listening, speaking, reading, and writing
skills. There is naturally a strong focus on speaking; spoken language is vital in delivering a
clear, coherent speech.

Peer evaluation can promote careful listening, which becomes especially meaningful dur-
ing debates if participants are required to take notes and respond to their classmates’ speeches.
Additionally, students will develop strong reading and writing skills during task preparation.
Writing practice is highlighted as learners take notes and complete argumentative essays in prep-
aration for oral presentations.

Advantage 2: Public speaking supports development of critical thinking skills. Presenta-
tion and debate tasks promote a variety of critical thinking skills in addition to specific language
skills and strategies. While preparing for a public speaking assignment, students are asked to de-
velop a position, explore beliefs and theories, analyze arguments, evaluate the credibility or bias
of a source, and distinguish between relevant and irrelevant information.

Students are encouraged to question deeply, develop and assess solutions to problems,
compare and contrast, make inferences, recognize contradictions, and explore implications and
consequences. The insights gained during preparation activities allow students to approach the
materials with a critical eye, and these skills can be transferred to new materials and contexts.

Advantage 3: Public speaking promotes learning. Through the presentations, students are
given the opportunity to demonstrate what they have learned. This type of task pushes students
to synthesize knowledge from a variety of sources and to take on a teaching role by explaining
their topic to the rest of the class. Additionally, planning for presentations (and potential ques-
tions from peers) leads to deeper processing and a more complete understanding of the content.

Assessment

Instructors may be inclined to avoid speaking tasks because they perceive them as diffi-
cult to assess. Depending on your learning goals, presentation and debate tasks can be assessed
in several ways. You may find it useful to include both peer and self assessment, using a rubric
to assess audio-and video-recorded speaking tasks. Provide a variety of authentic resources. In
order to prepare, you may conduct some personal research to familiarize yourself with the con-
tent and resources available. A familiarity with text resources will help you guide your students
toward fruitful searches.
