The city of Coventry is one of the greatest industrial towns, famous for its production of
cars, motor cycles and airplanes. Nine hundred years ago it was even more important. It was the
fourth largest city in England; only London, Bristol and York were bigger. It was ruled by a very
powerful man called Leofric, who lived in a magnificent castle. Even in those days Coventry was
a very busy center, making leather and woolen goods and soap. But most of its inhabitants were
very poor and Leofric forced them to pay heavy taxes so that he could live in luxury in his castle.
His wife, Lady Godiva, was very unhappy about this, but there was nothing she could do.

One day, at the end of a month when Leofric had spent more than usual on horses, wine
and meals, he decided to levy a further tax upon the inhabitants of Coventry. When this terrible
news came to the ears of the people they gathered in great crowds outside his castle to beg their
lords not to do it. Lady Godiva, watching from a high window, could see the women and children
dressed in rags, pale and underfed. She could see the guards down below driving the people
brutally away and she realized that her husband did not care about what happened to the ordinary
people of Coventry.

She hurried down to her husband and burst into the room where he was consulting with
one of his stewards. He turned angrily to Godiva, "You know | am not to be disturbed when I am
discussing important financial affairs."”

"I must speak with you, my lord," said Lady Godiva.

Leofric looked at his beautiful wife. "What is it?" he asked.

"I have been watching those miserable, starving people from my windows and I know

that it will be impossible for them to raise this new tax."



Lofric stared at her, then he said. "These matters do not concern a woman."

"But they are my concern," persisted Lady Godiva. "These ill-fed, ragged people are my
fellow-citizens."

"Enough, enough,"” said Leofric. "I am busy. please leave us."
Lady Godiva went down on her knees. "My dear lord and husband," she said, "I will do anything
you ask if you release the people from this tax."

"Did you say "anything"? he asked

"Yes, my lord, anything."

"Well," he said, "if you ride naked through the streets of Coventry, | will not only repeal
this tax but will also give three bags of gold to give to the poor.”
Lady Godiva looked startled and her eyes filled with tears. She rose from her knees and hurried
to the door. Then she turned round and looked Leofric straight in the eye.

"Very well, my lord," she said quietly and deliberately, and left the room.
Then she went to her room, and wrote the following letter:

My Dear Unhappy People of Coventry,
I know well how grieved you all are by the news of the new tax which my lord and husband has
levied upon you. I am now able to tell you that the tax will be repealed if I ride naked through
the streets of our city. For your sake | have told my lord and husband that | am ready to do this.
I have made this painful decision because | am sure that you, citizens of Coventry, will respect my
modesty. | therefore ask you, dear kind people, to remain indoors tomorrow morning betweenthe
hours of ten and twelve o'clock and to keep your shutters closed.

Then she signed the letter simply "Godiva" and dispatched it with a herald, ordering him
to see that every man, woman and child knew about her decision.

The next morning she ordered her white horse to be brought to the castle gates at ten
o'clock. Alone in her room she undressed, and her beautiful hair fell loosely over the shoulders
and hung down and covered most of her body. She went to the gates, mounted her white horse and
set off through the streets of Coventry. There was an eerie stillness over the city. Every person was
indoors and all the shutters were drawn. Did I say "all"? Well, except for one house, where a tailor
called Tom could not conquer his curiosity and had drawn his shutter slightly aside so that he
might see the gallant lady. (Later this tailor became known to all the world as "Peeping Tom™ and
there is even a legend which says that he was immediately struck with blindness as a punishment
for his inquisitiveness.)

Lady Godiva rode calmly through the city and arrived back at her castle just as the church
bells rang for midday.

Lord Leofric was so full of admiration for his wife's bravery and generosity that he not only
kept his word - repealing the tax and giving her three bags of gold for the poor - but from that day
onwards decided to treat his citizens less harshly.

As for Lady Godiva the people of Coventry remember her to this very day. And every year
her courageous action is celebrated with much pomp and pageantry.

1. WHAT’S IN A NAME?

The way in which British surnames have developed is very complicated. Before the
Normans arrived, the use of surnames was not really known. Many English surnames
were originally counseled with a person’s job — Charles Baker, Margaret



Thatcher, someone’s size — Jack long, Mary Little, or a family relationship — Robin
Williamson (Robin, son of William), Peter Richardson.

The most common Welch surnames were originally Christian names in some form.
Welshmen living in England are also often called by the nickname ‘Taffy’. This may
come from the River Taff, which runs through the capital Cardiff, or it may come
from Dafydd, the Welch form of David.

2. BOXING DAY

This is the day after Christmas, the “feast of Stephen”, when good King Wenceslaus
looked out and saw a poor man gathering wood on a bitterly cold night. The well
known carol tells how he and his page set out to take gifts to the poor peasant.

At one time the alms boxes in church were opened on 26" December. The money
collected over the year was shared out among the poor of the parish and so St.
Stephen’s Day became known as “Boxing day”.
