1. Object.

Your object is to guide the reader of your essay to a full and relevant experience of the text. As you
read your first draft, ask yourself: 'How does this statement help a reader to get what the text is
expressing?' (Not: what the text is about!)

NB! Be careful, here — the Summarizing Daemon will be lurking in wait for you. Retelling the
story or summarizing the "facts" of a character's description is a waste of your time and the time of
your teacher. In fact, it's an insult to your teacher — (s)he has been reading long enough not to need
your help with that.

2. Preparation

Go back to Questions to Ask of a Literary Text (Section ‘How well do you understand what you
have read’ of this book) and through posing and answering them discover How should you adjust
your provisional statement (that is, item #1) to fit what you have been discovering as you pay
closer attention to particular aspects of the text?

3. Writing

Write an essay using what you have learned by asking the questions. Under each general
point in your essay, select one or two of the most telling examples, and support your
statement by analyzing those examples closely.

4. Object.

Your object is to guide the reader of your essay to a full and relevant experience of the text. As
you read your first draft, ask yourself: 'How does this statement help a reader to get what the
text is expressing?' (Not: what the text is about!)

NB! Be careful, here — the Summarizing Daemon will be lurking in wait for you. Retelling the
story or summarizing the "facts" of a character's description is a waste of your time and the
time of your teacher. In fact, it's an insult to your teacher — (s)he has been reading long enough
not to need your help with that.

5. Preparation

Go back to Questions to Ask of a Literary Text (Section ‘How well do you understand what
you have read’ of this book) and through posing and answering them discover How should you
adjust your provisional statement (that is, item #1) to fit what you have been discovering as
you pay closer attention to particular aspects of the text?

6. Writing

Write an essay using what you have learned by asking the questions. Under each general
point in your essay, select one or two of the most telling examples, and support your
statement by analyzing those examples closely.
