Social work

However, the tides of the political climate periodically yield a conservative orientation more
concerned with defense than human welfare, with big business than human rights, and with cutting
social programs to balance the budget rather than increasing the taxes of the wealthy. In such times
the appeal of social work to many young people declined and the supply of competent social work-
ers prepared to help people lead more satisfying lives was reduced. Paradoxically, the decline in
support for human services has accrued at times when social and economic conditions dictated the
greatest need for the services of social workers.

Since it does not appear that the world will become perfect any time soon, it is reasonable to
assume that large numbers of social workers will continue to be needed. Employment opportunities
may decline or shift from public to private auspices and there may be variations in the number of
human service programs the public is willing to support, but the need for the services the social
workers can provide will still exist.

Social workers provide important services to help people solve problems that limit their so-
cial functioning and enhance the quality of their lives. Social workers provide these services in a
variety of ways. Sometimes the social worker offers a “direct service” or helps individuals, families,
or other groups on a face-to-face basis. In some situations they help people solve specific problems,
while at other times social workers counsel people to solve problems or engage in activities that will
chance the quality of their lives — whether or not they experience an identifiable problem.

The services of the social worker might also be provided on behalf of individuals or groups
of people. These “indirect services” help to make social institutions such as organizations, neigh-
borhoods, communities, or even the policies of a government or laws of a country more responsive
to the needs of people.

Employment opportunities are an important factor for an individual to consider when mak-
ing a career choice. Yet, as a review of the development of social work will indicate, the political
climate has acted like a swinging pendulum that affects the availability of social work jobs. The
combination of attrition and the creation of new arenas of social work practice has always enabled
the competent and professionally prepared social worker to find satisfying employment. Providing
needed human services and contributing to an improvement of the quality of life for all people are
personally rewarding experiences. A social worker can make a small but important contribution to
the well-being of society. When one makes a career choice, these personal rewards must be consid-
ered.

How 'Buddy Benches' are making playtime less lonely

The school playground can be a lonely place for a child if they haven't got anyone to play
with. But a special type of bench is helping pupils make friends and get people talking about
bigger issues too.
One day, during her usual chat with her eight-year-old son about school, Tracey Cooney got an an-
swer she didn't expect.
"There was nobody to play with. Everyone was playing in their own little groups,” he confided.
She was surprised because he was usually outgoing and confident. But two of his friends had been
sick that day, so they weren't at playtime.
Cooney felt a little upset, but remembered something she had seen on social media and wondered if
it could help children in his situation. It's called a Buddy Bench.
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The idea is simple - if a child feels lonely, they can go to the bench as a signal that they need some-
one to play with. Another child will see them, go and talk to them and include them in their games.
So Cooney asked other parents and the head teacher at Castlemartyr National School in Cork, Ire-
land, whether they would be interested in getting one - their answer was, "Yes."

Also known as friendship benches, these pieces of playground furniture have been around for a
while, in various countries.

But the people who make them in Ireland are trying to do something different with them.

"We use the bench as a reminder for children of things like communication, mutual support and
opening up about feelings," says Judith Ashton, a psychotherapist and co-founder of social enter-
prise Buddy Bench Ireland.

Her team delivers a day of tailored workshops about empathy, built around the arrival of the bench.
There are role-plays and children learn a song that reminds them to “look up, look around and look
out for each other".

It's something that's easy to forget, in an age when even young children can be engrossed in
smartphones, Ashton says.

Apart from reducing social isolation and improving mental wellbeing, the hope is that the benches
can tackle another problem found, to some degree, in most schools: bullying.

"I've been teaching 39 years," says Jane Flannery, the principal at Castlemartyr National School.
"When I was a younger teacher we were more blasé about it and told people to get on with things.
But I don't think that's good enough any more, we need to try something different.”

For her, Buddy Benches are that "something different".

But do children actually use the bench? And are they worried about how it makes them look?

"They don't see it as stigmatised,” says Sinead McGilloway, director of the Centre for Mental

Health and Community Research at Maynooth University, who led a study of 117 pupils at three
schools which have benches.

Forty per cent of the children she questioned said they had used the bench, and 90% said if they saw
someone else sitting on it they would talk to them.

The BRICS youth agenda

Since the five BRICS countries have the potential to become the largest aggregate economy in
the world by 2050, they instituted an inter-regional mechanism for cooperation and joint action for
that purpose in 2006: the BRICS grouping. Subsequently, the protection of youth and the promotion
of jobs have emerged as leading areas of their growing social agenda. Having had their first summit
meeting in 2009, by 2010 the Heads of State of the BRICS countries agreed to support technical and
financial cooperation to promote social development and social protection focusing on vulnerable
groups, such as poor people, women, youth, migrants and persons with disabilities, as a means of
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fighting poverty. Also, in the same document, there is a commitment to explore innovative and sus-
tainable technologies that promote job creation. In the 2011 Summit Declaration, the leaders inten-
sified these commitments: “We underscore our firm commitment to strengthen dialogue and coop-
eration in the fields of social protection, decent work, gender equality, youth, and public health, in-
cluding the fight against HIV/AIDS.” From 2012 onwards the Summit Declaration began to include
Action Plans with the aim of enhancing the institutional and practical effects of inter-regional coop-
eration. In the same year the commitment to the protection of youth gave rise to two new areas of
cooperation: the BRICS Youth Policy Dialogue and cooperation in population-related issues.

The responsibility to promote jobs was also emphasized in points 6 and 28 of the 2012 Sum-
mit Declaration. Sidelining the G20 meeting in 2012, young leaders from BRICS nations conceptu-
alized a BRICS youth summit to be held in 2013 along with the main BRICS summit. In 2013 the
issue of youth protection set the tone for the 2nd BRICS Urbanization Forum and the 3rd Friend-
ship Cities in Local Government Cooperation Forum, while the areas of cooperation previously cre-
ated were maintained as central to the social agenda of the interregional mechanism.

On 1 November 2013 the BRICS National Youth Consultative Forum was held by the South
African Foreign Ministry, at which time South Africa suggested the creation of a BRICS Youth
Employment Fund to be set up by 2014 with the main purpose of increasing investments to counter
youth unemployment in BRICS nations, predominantly through “technical and vocational educa-
tion, training and exchanges between our countries”. The chairperson of South Africa’s National
Youth Development Agency (NYDA), Ms. Pillay Yershen, also proposed that the BRICS Devel-
opment Bank (to be officially launched in 2014) should focus on providing access to finance for
young entrepreneurs in BRICS countries.
