Augustan literature

The term Augustan literature derives from authors of the 1720s and 1730's themselves, who
responded to a term that George | of England preferred for himself. While George | meant the title
to reflect his might, they instead saw in it a reflection of Ancient Rome's transition from rough and
ready literature to highly political and highly polished literature. Because of the aptness of the met-
aphor, the period from 1689 - 1750 was called "the Augustan Age™ by critics throughout the 18th
century (including Voltaire and Oliver Goldsmith). The literature of the period is overtly political
and thoroughly aware of critical dictates for literature. It is an age of exuberance and scandal, of
enormous energy and inventiveness and outrage, that reflected an era when English, Scottish, and
Irish people found themselves in the midst of an expanding economy, lowering barriers to educa-
tion, and the stirrings of the Industrial Revolution.

The most outstanding poet of the age is Alexander Pope, but Pope's excellence is partially in
his constant battle with other poets, and his serene, seemingly neo-Classical approach to poetry is in
competition with highly idiosyncratic verse and strong competition from such poets as Ambrose
Philips. It was during this time that James Thomson produced his melancholy The Seasons and Ed-
ward Young wrote Night Thoughts. It is also the era that saw a serious competition over the proper
model for the pastoral. In criticism, poets struggled with a doctrine of decorum, of matching proper
words with proper sense and of achieving a diction that matched the gravity of a subject. At the
same time, the mock-heroic was at its zenith. Pope's Rape of the Lock and The Dunciad are still the
greatest mock-heroic poems ever written.

Bomnpoc 2
Modernism

The movement known as English literary modernism grew out of a general sense of disillu-
sionment with Victorian era attitudes of certainty, conservatism, and objective truth. The movement
was greatly influenced by the ideas of Romanticism, Karl Marx's political writings, and the psycho-
analytic theories of subconscious - Sigmund Freud. The continental art movements of Impression-
ism, and later Cubism, were also important inspirations for modernist writers.

Although literary modernism reached its peak between the First and Second World Wars, the
earliest examples of the movement's attitudes appeared in the mid to late nineteenth century. Gerard
Manley Hopkins, A. E. Housman, and the poet and novelist Thomas Hardy represented a few of the
major early modernists writing in England during the Victorian period.

The first decades of the twentieth century saw several major works of modernism published,
including the seminal short story collection Dubliners by James Joyce, Joseph Conrad's Heart of
Darkness, and the poetry and drama of William Butler Yeats.

Important novelists between the World Wars included Virginia Woolf, E. M. Forster, Evelyn
Waugh, P.G. Wodehouse and D. H. Lawrence. T. S. Eliot was the preeminent English poet of the
period. Across the Atlantic writers like William Faulkner, Ernest Hemingway, and the poets Wal-
lace Stevens and Robert Frost developed a more American take on the modernist aesthetic in their
work.

Perhaps the most contentiously important figure in the development of the modernist move-
ment was the American poet Ezra Pound. Credited with "discovering” both T. S. Eliot and James
Joyce, whose stream of consciousness novel Ulysses is considered to be one of the century's great-
est literary achievements, Pound also advanced the cause of imagism and free verse, forms which
would dominate English poetry into the twenty-first century.

The BRICS youth agenda

Since the five BRICS countries have the potential to become the largest aggregate economy in
the world by 2050, they instituted an inter-regional mechanism for cooperation and joint action for
that purpose in 2006: the BRICS grouping. Subsequently, the protection of youth and the promotion
of jobs have emerged as leading areas of their growing social agenda. Having had their first summit
meeting in 2009, by 2010 the Heads of State of the BRICS countries agreed to support technical and
financial cooperation to promote social development and social protection focusing on vulnerable
groups, such as poor people, women, youth, migrants and persons with disabilities, as a means of
fighting poverty. Also, in the same document, there is a commitment to explore innovative and sus-
tainable technologies that promote job creation. In the 2011 Summit Declaration, the leaders inten-
sified these commitments: “We underscore our firm commitment to strengthen dialogue and coop-
eration in the fields of social protection, decent work, gender equality, youth, and public health, in-
cluding the fight against HIV/AIDS.” From 2012 onwards the Summit Declaration began to include
Action Plans with the aim of enhancing the institutional and practical effects of inter-regional coop-
eration. In the same year the commitment to the protection of youth gave rise to two new areas of
cooperation: the BRICS Youth Policy Dialogue and cooperation in population-related issues.

The responsibility to promote jobs was also emphasized in points 6 and 28 of the 2012 Sum-
mit Declaration. Sidelining the G20 meeting in 2012, young leaders from BRICS nations conceptu-
alized a BRICS youth summit to be held in 2013 along with the main BRICS summit. In 2013 the
issue of youth protection set the tone for the 2nd BRICS Urbanization Forum and the 3rd Friend-
ship Cities in Local Government Cooperation Forum, while the areas of cooperation previously cre-
ated were maintained as central to the social agenda of the interregional mechanism.

On 1 November 2013 the BRICS National Youth Consultative Forum was held by the South
African Foreign Ministry, at which time South Africa suggested the creation of a BRICS Youth
Employment Fund to be set up by 2014 with the main purpose of increasing investments to counter
youth unemployment in BRICS nations, predominantly through “technical and vocational educa-
tion, training and exchanges between our countries”. The chairperson of South Africa’s National
Youth Development Agency (NYDA), Ms. Pillay Yershen, also proposed that the BRICS Devel-
opment Bank (to be officially launched in 2014) should focus on providing access to finance for
young entrepreneurs in BRICS countries.

Bonpoc 1
Greek Historiography

In the 5th century BC Herodotus, who has been called the father of history, wrote his famous ac-
count of the Persian Wars. Shortly afterward, Thucydides wrote his classic study of the Pelopon-
nesian War between Athens and Sparta. These men recorded contemporary or near-contemporary
events in prose narratives of striking style, depending as much as possible on eyewitness or other
reliable testimony for evidence. They concentrated on war, constitutional history, and the charac-
ter of political leaders to create pictures of human societies in times of crisis or change. The
recognition by contemporaries of the extraordinary accomplishment of both historians gave their
works an authority that influenced succeeding historians. They too would prefer recent events,
consider visual and oral evidence superior to written (used only in ancillary ways), and assume
that the most significant human expression was the state and political life. Antiquarian research
into religion, customs, names, and art, based on documentary sources, was also part of Greek and
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Roman culture but was allied chiefly to philosophy, biography, and areas of specialized learning
and was excluded from the main traditions of political history. No specialized training was con-
sidered necessary for historiography. The historian's education was that of any cultivated man:
careful reading of general literature, followed by the study of rhetoric, the art of fluent and per-
suasive use of language that dominated ancient higher education. The ideal historian would com-
bine rigorous truthfulness and freedom from bias with the gift of developed expression. In the 4th
century BC Xenophon, Theopompus of Chios (born about 378BC), and Ephorus continued the
main traditions of Greek historiography in the Hellenistic period and extended its scope. Polybius,
in the 2nd century BC, explained Roman history, political life, and military successes to his fel-
low Greeks, a subject also taken up by Strabo the geographer and Dionysius of Halicarnassus in
the following century. The history of the Jews was placed in its Hellenistic and Roman context by
Flavius Josephus, a Jewish aristocrat of Greek culture, who also defended and explained Jewish
religion and customs. In the same period Plutarch wrote his biographies of famous Greeks and
Romans, emphasizing dramatic, anecdotal materials in his depiction of exemplary character indi-
vidual lives regarded as illustrations of moral choices and its effect on public life.

Bomnpoc 2
Terrorism

Terrorism is not new. Throughout history, individuals, small groups, and governments have
used terror tactics to try to achieve political or social goals, whether to bring down a government,
eliminate opponents, or promote a cause. In recent times, however, terrorism has changed.

Since the late 1960s, more than 14,000 terrorist attacks have occurred worldwide. Interna-
tional terrorist groups have carried out increasingly destructive, high-profile attacks to call attention
to their goals and to gain major media coverage. Many countries also face domestic terrorists who
oppose their government’s policies or have special interests to promote.

The reasons for modern terrorism are many. The traditional motives, such as gaining inde-
pendence, expelling foreigners, or changing society, still drive various terrorist groups. These
groups use violence to force concessions from their enemies, usually the governments in power. But
other kinds of terrorists, driven by radical religious and cultural motives, began to emerge in the late
20" century.

The goal of these terrorists is the destruction of what they consider the forces of evil. This
evil might be located in their own countries or in other parts of the world. These terrorists are ready
to use any kind of weapon to kill their enemies. They are even willing to die to ensure the success
of their attacks.

Terrorist acts involve violence. The weapons most frequently used by terrorists are the bomb
and the bullet. The targets of terrorist attacks often are crowded places where people normally feel
safe — subway stations, bus stops, restaurants, or shopping molls. Or terrorist might target some-
thing that symbolizes what they are against, such as a government building or a religious site. Such
targets are carefully chosen in order to gain the most attention and to achieve the highest level of
intimidation.

Lifelong Learning

In the U.S., the education of adults is a never-ending process going on in many different
places for many different reasons. At least 76 million adults are enrolled in some type of classes,
mostly as part-time students. The majority of these classes are taken not for credit but for
knowledge that the student can use on the job, to pursue a hobby, or for personal growth. Many em-
ployees take classes at their workplace. Some companies pay the tuition when an employee goes
back to school to learn a skill that the company needs. Noncredit programs, commonly called adult
education or continuing education, are offered in many high schools, colleges, and museums. There
are also private learning centers that offer inexpensive classes covering a wide variety of skills and
activities. A typical catalog might have classes in how to cook a Chinese dinner, invest in the stock
market, improve spelling, make friends, or even give your partner a massage.

These days, students can be
home with the family and go to school at the same time. They can take classes in their living rooms
via TV. Many schools also offer distance learning — "attending™ class and interacting with profes-
sors and classmates via the Internet. One 97-year-old man earned his Ph.D. that way!

In the U.S.A., technology rapidly makes some skills obsolete and new ones essential.
Workers at all levels realize that lifelong learning is necessary. Even professional people — doctors,
accountants, dentists, and engineers —continue to study to keep up with changes in their fields. Edu-
cation, on the college campus or elsewhere, is an important element in the life of an American adult.
The American dream of becoming professionally and financially successful is most often achieved
through higher education.

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The British are often viewed as the most boring people in the word. They wear unimaginative formal
clothes, eat tasteless food, have a peculiar sense of humor which is usually not understood by foreigners.
They are also said to be conservative, reserved and cool. Indeed, the British are not very open or spontane-
ous. They do not kiss or embrace by way of greeting so as not to allow familiarity. They always keep a cer-
tain distance and are not willing to manifest their feelings and emotions. They are even accused of being
hypocritical because they might think one thing and say another. It is not easy to make friends with them but
once you have made a friend, it is the friend for life.

The English are a well-disciplined people and it is probably no exaggeration to say that they have the
best manners in the world. They are all polite, they all know how to hold their knife and fork and how to be-
have in society. Besides they are never rude. Coarse expressions are hardly ever used. You may be struck by
the fact that life in Britain is less noisy.

The English display a surprising unity in a crisis. They also have a strong sense for public order. The
apparent coldness of Englishmen has been almost universally noted by the foreigners. But they also confess
that once one gets to know an Englishman better, he turns out to be a very companionable fellow.

The typical feature of the English is their love of games. They love playing all of them. They play football
and cricket; games are nowhere so popular as in England. But however childish at their games they are very
serious in business.

The British have long been famous as the nation of animal-lovers. There is a pet in nearly every family and
often the family dog or cat has a special chair near the fire, special food and a special place in the hearts of
its owners. All this doesn't mean that the English differ from other human beings. They certainly feel the
same emotions: jealousy, envy, joy and happiness as others— only their external reactions are different.

When one speaks of the English, one usually means all the nations living within the borders of the
United Kingdom — Scots, Welsh or Irish. The difference between these nations is great enough for everyone
who lives in Britain, but for the outside world it is less apparent.

British literature
British literature is "one of the leading literatures in the world". The overwhelming part is written in

the English language, but there are also literatures written in Scots, Scottish Gaelic and Welsh languages
amongst others.

Britain has a long history of famous and influential authors. It boasts some of the oldest pieces of literature in
the Western world, such as the epic poem Beowulf, one of the oldest surviving written work in the English
language.

Famous authors include some of the world's most studied and praised writers. William Shake-

speare and Christopher Marlowe defined England's Elizabethan period. The British Romantic movement was
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one of the strongest and most recognizable in Europe. The poets William

Blake, Wordsworth and Coleridge were amongst the pioneers of Romanticism in literature. Other Romantic
writers that followed these figure further enhanced the profile of Romanticism in Europe, such as John
Keats, Percy Bysshe Shelley and Lord Byron. Later periods like the Victorian Era saw a further flourishing
of British writing, including Charles Dickens and William Thackeray.

Women's literature in Britain has had a long and often troubled history, with many female writers
producing work under a pen name, such as George Eliot. Other great female novelists that contributed to
world literature were the Bronté sisters, Emily, Charlotte and Anne.

Non-fiction has also played an important role in the history of British letters, with the first dictionary of the
English language being produced and compiled by Samuel Johnson, a graduate of Oxford University and a
London resident.

Deutschland gehort der kithlmé-
Bigten Zone an mit den durchschnittlichen Temperaturen im Januar zwischen +1,5 Grad C ( Tief-
land ) und -6 Grad C(Gebirge ) und im Juli zwischen +17 und + 20 Grad C. Deutschland um-
spiilen zwei Meer: die Nordsee und die Ostsee. Der hochste Berg ist die Zugspitze (2964). Der
grofite See ist der Bodensee. Die grofite Insel ist das Riigen. Die grofiten Fliisse sind der Rhein, die
Elbe, die Oder, der Mein und die Weser. Die groBten Stidte sind Berlin, Hamburg, Miinchen, Koln
usw.

Nach Artikel 20 des Grundgesetzes ist Deutschland ein demokratischer und sozialer Staat.
Staatsoberhaupt der Bundesrepublik ist der Bundesprésident. Er wird von der Bundesversammlung
gewihlt. Der Prisident vertritt die Bundesrepublik volkerrechtlich: schlieft Vertrige mit anderen
Staaten ab, empfangt Botschafter, ernennt und entldsst Bundesrichter, Bundesbeamte, Offiziere und
Unteroffiziere.

Die Bundesregierung besteht aus dem Bundeskanzler und den Bundesministern. Der Kanz-
ler wird vom Bundestag gewéhlt. In Bundestag sind 5 Parteien vertreten: die SPD, Die CDU, die
CSU, die FDP und die Griinen.

Die Staatsflagge ist schwarz- rot- gold. Das Wappen stellt ein schwarzer Adler mit roten
Krallen dar. Die Staatsgymne ist « Deutschland iiber alles» .

Deutschland gehort zu den groB3ten Industrielandern der Welt. Die wichtigsten Industriezwei-
ge der Bundesrepublik sind : Steinkohlenbergbau, Metallurgie, Maschinenbau, Automobilindustrie,
Schiffbau, Luft- und Raumfahrtindustrie, feinmechanische, chemische, elektronische ,optische
Industrie, Verbrauchsgiiterindustrie. Deutschland verfiigt auch {iiber eine leistungsfahige Land-
wirtschaft. Die wichtigsten Anbauprodukte sind Brot — und Futtergetreide, Kartoffeln, Zuckerrii-
ben, Gemiise, Obst, Wein. Es gibt auch Schweine —und Rindermastereien.

Berlin: Probleme mit der Einigung
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Berlin ist der einzige Stadt Deutschlands, die von der Vereinigung und damit auch von den
daraus entstehenden Lasten direkt betroffen ist. Fiir keine andere Stadt des alten Bundesgebiets
fiihrt die Vereinigung zwangslaufig zu steigenden Sozialkosten, hoheren Infrastrukturen oder Auf-
wendungen fiir den Wohnungsbau.

200000 Bedienstete der ehemals in Ost-Berlin ansédssigen "zentralen Staatsorgane" der DDR
werden sehr wahrscheinlich ihren Arbeitsplatz verlieren. Hinzu kommen zahlreiche Entlassungen in
der maroden und desorganisierten, ehemals volkseigenen Wirtschaft. Wie West -Berlin fiir die
Bundesrepublik war auch Ost-Berlin die grofite Industriestadt der DDR. Dies heif3t, daB sich nun
hier auch der grofite Investitionsbedarf und die hochsten sozialen Folgekosten ergeben. Fiir eine
Ubergangszeit ist mit einer Zahl bis 500000 Arbeitslosen in der Stadt zu rechnen. Erhebliche Auf-
wendungen werden fiir Umschulungsprogramme erforderlich.

Berlin ist vor allem durch die Museen bekannt.

Beriihmt sind die Museen Berlins. Das sind das Alte und das Neue Museen, das
Pergamonmuseum, das Bodenmuseum, die Nationalgalerie. Die drei letzten liegen auf der
weltbekannten Museumsinsel. Das Pergamonmuseum besitzt viele wertvolle Sammlungen. Das
Museum wurde gebaut, nachdem die deutschen Archéologen (vor allem Schliemann) nach ihren
Ausgrabungen® in Vorderasien und Agypten viele Schitze nach Deutschland brachten, wie das
Markttor von Milet (165 unserer Zeitrechnung), den Pergamonaltar (180-160 vor u.Z.) und die
babylonische Prozessionsstralle (um 580 vor u.Z.)

Eine der schonsten Stralen Berlins heif3t Unter den Linden. In der Strale liegen viele Behorden,
Botschaften, Geschifte, Cafes, das Gebdude der éltesten Universitit Berlins, der Humboldt-
Universitit, die heute tiber 14 000 Studenten zihlt.

Eine der lebhaftesten Straflen Berlins ist der Kurflirstendamm. Der Kurfiirstendamm beginnt an
der Kaiser Wilhelm Gedéachtniskirche. Diese Kirche wurde im Zweiten Weltkrieg fast zerstort. Thr
halbzerstorter Turm blieb erhalten?, um an die Folgen des Krieges zu mahnen®.

Eine der schonsten Parks von Berlin heiflit der Tiergarten. In der Mitte des Tiergartens erhebt
sich die 75 Meter hohe Siegessdule mit der 10 Meter hohen vergoldeten Géttin Viktoria. Sie wurde
nach dem Deutsch-Franzosischen Krieg 1870/71 errichtet. In unmittelbarer Nahe des Tiergartens
befindet sich das berithmte Brandenburger Tor. Das Torgebdude wurde 1791 errichtet. Nebenan
steht das Gebdude des Reichstags. Dieses Gebdude wurde im pompdsen Stil der Hochrenaissance
errichtet. Der Alexanderplatz mit seinem Brunnen und der Weltzeituhr ist sehr beliebt. Hier befin-
den sich auch zahlreiche Wasserspiele und Skulpturen, darunter der Neptun-Brunnen.

Der
grofite See ist der Bodensee. Die groBte Insel ist das Riigen. Die grof3iten Fliisse sind der Rhein, die
Elbe, die Oder, der Mein und die Weser. Die groBBten Stadte sind Berlin, Hamburg, Miinchen, K&ln
usw.

Nach Artikel 20 des Grundgesetzes ist Deutschland ein demokratischer und sozialer Staat.
Staatsoberhaupt der Bundesrepublik ist der Bundesprisident. Er wird von der Bundesversammlung
gewihlt. Der Prasident vertritt die Bundesrepublik volkerrechtlich: schlieft Vertrige mit anderen
Staaten ab, empfangt Botschafter, ernennt und entldsst Bundesrichter, Bundesbeamte, Offiziere und
Unteroffiziere.

Die Bundesregierung besteht aus dem Bundeskanzler und den Bundesministern. Der Kanz-
ler wird vom Bundestag gewihlt. In Bundestag sind 5 Parteien vertreten: die SPD, Die CDU, die
CSU, die FDP und die Griinen.

Die Staatsflagge ist schwarz- rot- gold. Das Wappen stellt ein schwarzer Adler mit roten
Krallen dar. Die Staatsgymne ist « Deutschland {iber alles» .

Deutschland gehort zu den groBten Industrieldndern der Welt. Die wichtigsten Industriezwei-
ge der Bundesrepublik sind : Steinkohlenbergbau, Metallurgie, Maschinenbau, Automobilindustrie,
Schiffbau, Luft- und Raumfahrtindustrie, feinmechanische, chemische, elektronische ,optische
Industrie, Verbrauchsgiiterindustrie. Deutschland verfiigt auch iiber eine leistungsfahige Land-
wirtschaft. Die wichtigsten Anbauprodukte sind Brot — und Futtergetreide, Kartoffeln, Zuckerrii-
ben, Gemiise, Obst, Wein. Es gibt auch Schweine — und Rindermaéstereien.

Fiir keine andere Stadt des alten Bundesgebiets
fiihrt die Vereinigung zwangsldufig zu steigenden Sozialkosten, hoheren Infrastrukturen oder Auf-
wendungen fiir den Wohnungsbau.

200000 Bedienstete der ehemals in Ost-Berlin anséssigen "zentralen Staatsorgane" der DDR
werden sehr wahrscheinlich ihren Arbeitsplatz verlieren. Hinzu kommen zahlreiche Entlassungen in
der maroden und desorganisierten, ehemals volkseigenen Wirtschaft. Wie West -Berlin fiir die
Bundesrepublik war auch Ost-Berlin die grofite Industriestadt der DDR. Dies heif3it, daB3 sich nun
hier auch der grofite Investitionsbedarf und die hochsten sozialen Folgekosten ergeben. Fiir eine
Ubergangszeit ist mit einer Zahl bis 500000 Arbeitslosen in der Stadt zu rechnen. Erhebliche Auf-
wendungen werden fiir Umschulungsprogramme erforderlich.

Beriihmt sind die Museen Berlins. Das sind das Alte und das Neue Museen, das
Pergamonmuseum, das Bodenmuseum, die Nationalgalerie. Die drei letzten liegen auf der
weltbekannten Museumsinsel. Das Pergamonmuseum besitzt viele wertvolle Sammlungen. Das
Museum wurde gebaut, nachdem die deutschen Archdologen (vor allem Schliemann) nach ihren
Ausgrabungen® in Vorderasien und Agypten viele Schitze nach Deutschland brachten, wie das
Markttor von Milet (165 unserer Zeitrechnung), den Pergamonaltar (180-160 vor u.Z.) und die
babylonische Prozessionsstrafle (um 580 vor u.Z.)

Eine der schonsten Stra3en Berlins heifit Unter den Linden. In der Stralle liegen viele Behorden,
Botschaften, Geschifte, Cafes, das Gebadude der éltesten Universitit Berlins, der Humboldt-
Universitit, die heute iiber 14 000 Studenten z&hlt.

Eine der lebhaftesten Stralen Berlins ist der Kurflirstendamm. Der Kurfiirstendamm beginnt an
der Kaiser Wilhelm Gedéchtniskirche. Diese Kirche wurde im Zweiten Weltkrieg fast zerstort. Thr
halbzerstorter Turm blieb erhalten?, um an die Folgen des Krieges zu mahnen®.

Eine der schonsten Parks von Berlin heifit der Tiergarten. In der Mitte des Tiergartens erhebt
sich die 75 Meter hohe Siegessdule mit der 10 Meter hohen vergoldeten Goéttin Viktoria. Sie wurde
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nach dem Deutsch-Franzdsischen Krieg 1870/71 errichtet. In unmittelbarer Néhe des Tiergartens
befindet sich das beriihmte Brandenburger Tor. Das Torgebdaude wurde 1791 errichtet. Nebenan
steht das Gebdude des Reichstags. Dieses Gebdude wurde im pompdsen Stil der Hochrenaissance
errichtet. Der Alexanderplatz mit seinem Brunnen und der Weltzeituhr ist sehr beliebt. Hier befin-
den sich auch zahlreiche Wasserspiele und Skulpturen, darunter der Neptun-Brunnen.

Sie
hat sich schon auf den fritheren Stufen der Geschichte im Umgang mit dem Feuer, in der Herstel-
lung von Topfen, im gemeinsamen Leben, Handwerk, Kunst, Festen usw. geduflert. Kultur ist also
Ausdruck des Menschlichen in Arbeit und Lebensordnung.

4. Im deutschen Sprachgebrauch unterscheidet man immer noch die Begriffe ,,Kultur® und
»Zivilisation®. Von Zivilisation spricht man im Hinblick auf den technischen Fortschritt und dessen
Bedeutung fiir ein menschenwiirdiges Zusammenleben in den modernen Staaten. Kultur ist aber der
umfassende Begriff.

1. Die biirgerliche Kultur der Aufkldrung basierte auf einem neuen Wertsystem: sie legte viel
Wert auf das Individuum und machte es fiir die eigene Leistung und den eigenen Erfolg verantwort-
lich.

Dieses Ziel driickt sich
schon im Titel der Hamburger Zeitschrift ,,Der Patriot™ aus. Das Wort Patriot hatte im 18. Jahr-
hundert eine andere Bedeutung als im 19. Jahrhundert. Patriot war einer, der fiir die Interessen der
Gesellschaft eintrat und nicht fiir die dynastischen Interessen der Fiirsten.

4. Im Laufe des 17. Jahrhunderts wurden in vielen deutschen Gebieten Elementarschulen ein-
gerichtet, wo man in der Muttersprache lesen und schreiben lernte. Um 1800 war das Schulwesen in
Deutschland bereits so weit fortgeschritten, dass ungeféhr die Hélfte der Bevilkerung schreiben und
lesen konnte.

Le soir des premiers aveux de Jonathann Daval, le couple Fouillot a regu la visite de la
soeur du suspect, accompagnée de son mari. "C'était courageux de leur part et je leur ai dit",
explique Jean-Pierre Fouillot. Puis les choses ont changé: "on n'a plus de communication du tout.
Du fond de sa prison, Jonathann a réussi a englober toute la famille dans sa version. Ils sont
persuadés de son innocence", déplore-t-il. Pire, selon eux "ils sont méme venus provoquer notre
famille proche, sur le lieu de travail. Il y a eu des manifestations hostiles dans la rue. Il a réussi a
détruire deux familles en méme temps."

Désormais, le couple Fouillot souhaite une confrontation avec Jonathann Daval. "J'ai envie
d'étre en face de lui, je veux voir ce nouveau visage que je ne connais pas", explique la mere
d'Alexia. "Qu'll soit un homme et qu'il prenne ses responsabilités!". Et de conclure, la voix
tremblante: "Sa mere, elle a la chance de le voir trois fois par semaine. Nous on voit Alexia tous les
jours, mais au cimetiere."

La presse écrite

Dans la société contemporaine, le role de l'information grandit constamment 42 % des
Frangais lisent tous les jours un quotidien (surtout la presse quotidienne régionale) et 79 % lisent
régulierement une revue ou un magazine. lls n‘ont qu'un embarras du choix: plus de 2300 titres
sont exposés dans les kiosques et les boutiques de presse (quotidiens, publications hebdomadaires,
presse spécialisée, professionnelle).

Il existe 24 quotidiens nationaux d'information politique générale ou spécialisés en
économie et finances et 75 quotidiens régionaux et locaux. C'est un régional Ouest-France qui a le
plus fort tirage (800 000 exemplaires). L'hebdomadaire le plus vendu est un magazine de télévision
Télé Sept jours (3 millions d'exemplaires). La publicité représente environ 60 % des recettes de la
presse qui bénéficie par ailleurs, d'une aide de I'Etat.

Parmi les quotidiens on peut citer le Monde, le Figaro, Libération, L'Humanité, L'Aurore,
France-soir, Le Quotidien de Paris. Quant aux hebdomadaires, il faut signaler L'Express,
L'Evénement du jeudi, Nouvel Observateur, Paris-Match.

Le Monde et le Figaro sont les quotidiens les plus connus. Le premier, fondé en 1944,
accorde une grande place a l'information politique, économique et culturelle, notamment étrangere.
Il publie également plusieurs mensuels (diplomatie, éducation, philatélie) et un supplement
quotidien. 11 tire a environ 500 000 exemplaires. Le Figaro est un journal parisien fondé en 1826
sous la forme d'ua hebdomadaire satirique; en 1866 il est devenu quotidien. Il existe en outre un
Figaro magazine et un Madame Figaro.

En France, il y a une dizaine dagences de presse et une vingtaine dagences
photographiques. La plus importante et la seulede dimension internationale, est I'Agence France
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Presse, fondée en 1944. C'est une agence commerciale subventionnée par I'Etat. Elle diffuse des
informations dans 150 pays

Le mot est monté dans le «bus» en méme temps que Catherine. Depuis une semaine, il re-
fuse de la lacher.

Il oublie qu'il était
amoureux, écrivait des vers, souffrait des dents, se passionnait de politique: il oublie de manger, de
se raser, de changer de chemise, il oublie de respirer, mais ses poumons s'en souviennent et absor-
bent la fumée de ses cigarettes; il oublie de marcher, mais ses jambes intelligentes le conduisent, a
travers les autos et les cyclistes, jusqu'a l'examinateur.

Pourquoi cette ferveur? Parce que 1'étudiant ne joue pas seulement ses vacances, sa bourse,
son séjour a la Cité (qui expulse au deuxieme échec), son avenir, mais sa raison d'étre méme. Pen-
dant tout un hiver, il a porté le titre d'étudiant.

A lextérieur de la Cité, hors de la protection des grilles brodées de lierre, le coeur accélere ses
battements. Des plans, des aide-mémoire, des schémas remplacent les dictionnaires et les
encyclopédies. Jusqu'a la derniére minute, Catherine picore des graines de savoir: une date, une ci-
tation. Elle a déja présenté deux certificats: celui d'histoire du XXe siecle et celui de la géographie
humaine. Contrairement a ses prévisions, elle a réussi le premier et failli étre collée au second.

La famille d'Alexia
croise parfois celle de Jonathann, qui prend fait et cause pour lui. Sa mére a récemment donné une
interview pour clamer 1'innocence de son fils: "elle dit qu'elle a beaucoup pleuré. Mais nous on
pleure tous les soirs", s'exclame Isabelle Fouillot, qui remarque et déplore qu'elle n'a "pas eu un mot
pour Alexia".

""Je veux une confrontation avec Jonathann"

Le soir des premiers aveux de Jonathann Daval, le couple Fouillot a recu la visite de la
soeur du suspect, accompagnée de son mari. "C'é¢tait courageux de leur part et je leur ai dit",
explique Jean-Pierre Fouillot. Puis les choses ont changé: "on n'a plus de communication du tout.
Du fond de sa prison, Jonathann a réussi a englober toute la famille dans sa version. lls sont
persuadés de son innocence", déplore-t-il. Pire, selon eux "ils sont méme venus provoquer notre
famille proche, sur le lieu de travail. Il y a eu des manifestations hostiles dans la rue. Il a réussi a
détruire deux familles en méme temps."

Désormais, le couple Fouillot souhaite une confrontation avec Jonathann Daval. "J'ai envie
d'étre en face de lui, je veux voir ce nouveau visage que je ne connais pas", explique la mere
d'Alexia. "Qu'il soit un homme et qu'il prenne ses responsabilités!". Et de conclure, la voix
tremblante: "Sa meére, elle a la chance de le voir trois fois par semaine. Nous on voit Alexia tous les
jours, mais au cimetiere."

Dans la société contemporaine, le réle de l'information grandit constamment 42 % des
Frangais lisent tous les jours un quotidien (surtout la presse quotidienne régionale) et 79 % lisent
réguliérement une revue ou un magazine. lls n‘ont qu'un embarras du choix: plus de 2300 titres
sont exposés dans les kiosques et les boutiques de presse (quotidiens, publications hebdomadaires,
presse spécialisée, professionnelle).

Il existe 24 quotidiens nationaux d'information politique générale ou spécialisés en
économie et finances et 75 quotidiens régionaux et locaux. C'est un régional Ouest-France qui a le
plus fort tirage (800 000 exemplaires). L'hebdomadaire le plus vendu est un magazine de télévision
Télé Sept jours (3 millions d'exemplaires). La publicité représente environ 60 % des recettes de la
presse qui bénéficie par ailleurs, d'une aide de I'Etat.

Parmi les quotidiens on peut citer le Monde, le Figaro, Libération, L'Humanité, L'Aurore,
France-soir, Le Quotidien de Paris. Quant aux hebdomadaires, il faut signaler L'Express,
L'Evénement du jeudi, Nouvel Observateur, Paris-Match.

Le Monde et le Figaro sont les quotidiens les plus connus. Le premier, fondé en 1944,
accorde une grande place a l'information politique, économique et culturelle, notamment étrangere.
Il publie également plusieurs mensuels (diplomatie, éducation, philatélic) et un supplement
quotidien. 11 tire a environ 500 000 exemplaires. Le Figaro est un journal parisien fondé en 1826
sous la forme d'ua hebdomadaire satirique; en 1866 il est devenu quotidien. Il existe en outre un
Figaro magazine et un Madame Figaro.

En France, il y a une dizaine dagences de presse et une vingtaine d'agences
photographiques. La plus importante et la seulede dimension internationale, est I'Agence France
Presse, fondée en 1944. C'est une agence commerciale subventionnée par I'Etat. Elle diffuse des
informations dans 150 pays

Un chapitre des Principes de la législation du travail traite des syndicats.

Les syndicats agissent conformément aux statuts qu'ils adoptent. Ils représentent les interest
des ouvriers et des employés dans le domaine de la production, du travail, de la vie quotidienne. Les
syndicats surveillent et contrdlent le respect de la 1égislation du travail et des régles de la protection
du travail.

Les dispositions des Principes concernant la sécurité sociale d'Etat obligatoire s'¢tendent sur
tous les ouvriers et employés. Les versements au titre de la securité¢ sociale sont faits par les
entreprises, administrations ou organisations.

Les questions concernant la durée de la journée de travail, les conditions de travail et la pro-
tection de travail sont inclues dans les documents du gouvemement. Les centres de recherches
effectuent un travail scientifique pour étudier les divers aspects de la protection du travail.

L'administration de telle ou telle entreprise est tenue de mettre en application les moyens de
la technique moderne de securité pour prévenir les accidents a la production, d'assurer des condi-
tions sanitaires et de prendre de mesures dhygiéne pour prévenir toutes les maladies
professionnelles. Elle doit se préoccuper d'amélioration des conditions et de la protection du travail,
son organisation scientifique, de réduire et, a l'avenir, d'éliminer totalement le travail manuel
pénible grace a la mécanisation généralisée et a 1'automatisation des processus de production dans
toutes les branches de I'économie.

Les organes compétents peuvent faire obligation a l'entreprise de prendre toutes les
measures pour établir des conditions du travail saines et sfres. La législation prévoit la
responsabilité de l'administration qui n'a pas assuré des conditions normales d'hygiene et de
sécurité. Si les mesures nécessaires ne sont pas prises, ce sont déja des organes judiciaires qui
jugent ces affaires.

C'est en 1973 que le Pacte international relatif aux droits civils et politiques et le Pacte in-
ternational relatif aux droits économiques, sociaux et culturels ont été ratifiés par notre Etat.

Les mesures, que chacun de ces Etats parties au présent Pacte doit prendre en vue d'assurer
le plein exercice de ce droit doivent inclure I'orientation et la formation technique professionnelle,
I'¢laboration de programmes de politique et de techniques propres a assurer un développement
économique, sociale et culturel constant et un plein emploi productif dans les conditions qui
sauvegardent aux individus la jouissance des libertés politiques et économiques fondamentales.

Le droit au travail est un des droits fondamentaux de chaque individu. Le droit au travail

est celui de recevoir un emploi rémunéré selon la quantité et la qualité¢ du travail fourni,
choisir la profession, le type de l'activité et de travail conformes a sa vocation, a son capacité, a leur
formation professionelle, a son niveau d'instruction, avec prises en compte des besoin de la société.

Notre législation prévoit une série de garanties juridiques du droit au travail et de la liberté
au travail. Chaque citoyen peut choisir lui-méme un travail et s'entendre avec l'entreprise,
I'administration ou l'organisation sur la conclusion d'un contrat de travail. La législation de notre
Etat interdit toute limitation, directe ou indirecte, des droits, toute instauration d'avantages directs
ou indirects au moment de I'embauche du fait du sexe, de la race, de la nationalité, de I'attitude vis-
a-vis de la religion ou de certaines autres circonstances.
