Conflict is a perceived incompatibility of actions or goals. Whether their perceptions are
accurate or inaccurate, people in conflict sense that one side's gain is the other's loss. "I'd like the
music off." "I'd like it on." "We want more pay." "We can't give it to you." "We want peace and
security." "So do we, but you threaten us." Conflict varies. It is at times minimal, at times
immense; at times hidden, at times open; at times destructive, at times constructive. Despite such
variation, this much can be said for sure: Any time people, or groups, are so bound together that
their actions affect one another, conflict is natural and inevitable. Granted, it may be suppressed.
But unless the two parties have identical needs and desires, their wishes will sometimes clash. A
relationship or an organization without conflict is likely an apathetic one. So conflict is not
inherently evil. Rather, it signifies people's involvement, commitment, and caring; if understood,
if recognized, it can stimulate renewed and improved human relations. Without conflict,
problems seldom are faced and resolved.

But what kindles conflicts? And what steps can be taken to help transform closed fists
into open arms? Social-psychological studies have identified several ingredients of conflict.
What's striking (and what simplifies our task considerably) is that these social-psychological
ingredients are common to all levels of social conflict, whether interpersonal conflicts or more
complex intergroup or international conflicts.

Conflicts are also kindled when people feel unjustly treated. According to equity theory,
people define justice as equity—the distribution of rewards in proportion to people's
contributions. Conflicts occur when people disagree on the extent of their contributions and thus
on the equity of their outcomes. Other theorists argue that people sometimes define justice not as
equity, but as equality, or even in terms of people's needs.

Conflicts frequently contain a small core of truly incompatible goals, surrounded by a
thick layer of misperceptions of the adversary's motives and goals. Often, conflicting parties
have mirror-image perceptions—each attributing the same virtues to themselves and vices to the
other. When both sides believe "We are peace-loving, they are hostile," each may treat the other
in ways that provoke confirmation of their expectations. International conflicts are also fed by a
blacktop illusion: One's enemy's leaders are perceived as evil and coercive, its people as more
innocent or even as sympathetic to one's own point of view. Such perceptions of our antagonists
easily adjust themselves as conflicts wax and wane.

Those who mediate tense labor-management and international conflicts sometimes use
one other peacemaking strategy. They instruct the participants, in the dynamics of conflict and
peacemaking. The hope is that understanding—understanding how conflicts are fed by social
traps, perceived injustice, competition, and misperceptions, and understanding how conflicts can
be resolved through equal-status contact, cooperation, communication, and conciliation—can
help us as we seek to establish and enjoy peaceful, rewarding relationships.

Lifelong Learning
In the U.S., the education of adults is a never-ending process going on in many different
places for many different reasons. At least 76 million adults are enrolled in some type of classes,
mostly as part-time students. The majority of these classes are taken not for credit but for
knowledge that the student can use on the job, to pursue a hobby, or for personal growth. Many
employees take classes at their workplace. Some companies pay the tuition when an employee
goes back to school to learn a skill that the company needs. Noncredit programs, commonly
called adult education or continuing education, are offered in many high schools, colleges, and
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museums. There are also private learning centers that offer inexpensive classes covering a wide
variety of skills and activities. A typical catalog might have classes in how to cook a Chinese
dinner, invest in the stock market, improve spelling, make friends, or even give your partner a
massage.

Education, like everything else, takes advantage of technology. These days, students can
be home with the family and go to school at the same time. They can take classes in their living
rooms via TV. Many schools also offer distance learning — "attending" class and interacting with
professors and classmates via the Internet. One 97-year-old man earned his Ph.D. that way!

In the U.S.A., technology rapidly makes some skills obsolete and new ones essential.
Workers at all levels realize that lifelong learning is necessary. Even professional people —
doctors, accountants, dentists, and engineers —continue to study to keep up with changes in their
fields. Education, on the college campus or elsewhere, is an important element in the life of an
American adult. The American dream of becoming professionally and financially successful is
most often achieved through higher education.

Text 1 Education

Education encompasses both the teaching and learning of knowledge, proper conduct, and
technical competency. It thus focuses on the cultivation of skills, trades or professions, as well as
mental, moral & aesthetic development.

Formal education consists of systematic instruction, teaching and training by professional
teachers. This consists of the application of pedagogy and the development of curricula.

The right to education is a fundamental human right. Since 1952, Article 2 of the first Protocol to
the European Convention on Human Rights obliges all signatory parties to guarantee the right to
education. At world level, the United Nations' International Covenant on Economic, Social and
Cultural Rights of 1966 guarantees this right under its Article 13.

Educational systems are established to provide education and training, often for children and the
young. A curriculum defines what students should know, understand and be able to do as the
result of education. A teaching profession delivers teaching which enables learning, and a system
of policies, regulations, examinations, structures and funding enables teachers to teach to the best
of their abilities. Sometimes educational systems can be used to promote doctrines or ideals as
well as knowledge, which is known as social engineering. This can lead to political abuse of the
system, particularly in totalitarian states and government.

Primary (or elementary) education consists of the first years of formal, structured education. In
general, primary education consists of six or seven years of schooling starting at the age of 5 or
6, although this varies between, and sometimes within, countries. Globally, around 70% of
primary-age children are enrolled in primary education, and this proportion is rising.

In most contemporary educational systems of the world, secondary education consists of the
second years of formal education that occur during adolescence.It is characterized by transition
from the typically compulsory, comprehensive primary education for minors, to the optional,
selective tertiary, "post-secondary", or "higher" education (e.g., university, vocational school) for
adults.

Higher education, also called tertiary, third stage, or post secondary education, is the non-
compulsory educational level that follows the completion of a school providing a secondary
education, such as a high school or secondary school. Tertiary education is normally taken to
include undergraduate and postgraduate education, as well as vocational education and training.
Colleges and universities are the main institutions that provide tertiary education. Collectively,
these are sometimes known as tertiary institutions. Tertiary education generally results in the
receipt of certificates, diplomas, or academic degrees.

Since the five BRICS countries have the potential to become the largest aggregate economy in
the world by 2050, they instituted an inter-regional mechanism for cooperation and joint action
for that purpose in 2006: the BRICS grouping. Subsequently, the protection of youth and the
promotion of jobs have emerged as leading areas of their growing social agenda. Having had
their first summit meeting in 2009, by 2010 the Heads of State of the BRICS countries agreed to
support technical and financial cooperation to promote social development and social protection
focusing on vulnerable groups, such as poor people, women, youth, migrants and persons with
disabilities, as a means of fighting poverty. Also, in the same document, there is a commitment
to explore innovative and sustainable technologies that promote job creation. In the 2011
Summit Declaration, the leaders intensified these commitments: “We underscore our firm
commitment to strengthen dialogue and cooperation in the fields of social protection, decent
work, gender equality, youth, and public health, including the fight against HIV/AIDS.” From
2012 onwards the Summit Declaration began to include Action Plans with the aim of enhancing
the institutional and practical effects of inter-regional cooperation. In the same year the
commitment to the protection of youth gave rise to two new areas of cooperation: the BRICS
Youth Policy Dialogue and cooperation in population-related issues.

The responsibility to promote jobs was also emphasized in points 6 and 28 of the 2012 Summit
Declaration. Sidelining the G20 meeting in 2012, young leaders from BRICS nations
conceptualized a BRICS youth summit to be held in 2013 along with the main BRICS summit.
In 2013 the issue of youth protection set the tone for the 2nd BRICS Urbanization Forum and the
3rd Friendship Cities in Local Government Cooperation Forum, while the areas of cooperation
previously created were maintained as central to the social agenda of the interregional
mechanism.

On 1 November 2013 the BRICS National Youth Consultative Forum was held by the South
African Foreign Ministry, at which time South Africa suggested the creation of a BRICS Youth
Employment Fund to be set up by 2014 with the main purpose of increasing investments to
counter youth unemployment in BRICS nations, predominantly through “technical and
vocational education, training and exchanges between our countries”. The chairperson of South
Africa’s National Youth Development Agency (NYDA), Ms. Pillay Yershen, also proposed that
the BRICS Development Bank (to be officially launched in 2014) should focus on providing
access to finance for young entrepreneurs in BRICS countries.
