PR and marketing are like cousins: relation is obvious, but its degree is hard to define at
once. And what do the press say about them? Usually reading an article on marketing or PR
leaves an impression that both of them are absolutely essential for business, but their functions
and the difference between them remains vague; in fact, it's unclear even whether they are differ-
ent branches, or one of them is the part of the other. It's hard to understand whom to hire if a
product needs promotion. Should it be a marketing specialist or a public relations officer? Or
maybe both should be hired, because only one of them is not enough? So there are lots of ques-
tions, but to get these questions sorted out is not such a desperate task as it seems to be. Let us
clear up the difference between marketing and PR point by point, because today they are the
necessary tools for any company that wants to inform a customer about its product.
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Definition of Marketing

There are several hundred definitions of the word marketing. Some analysts

hold the opinion that nowadays the essence of marketing is not a customer service, but
beating business rivals; but classic definitions support another viewpoint. Philip Kotler, the
world's foremost expert on the strategic practice of marketing, states that "marketing is the sci-
ence and art of exploring, creating, and delivering value to satisfy the needs of a target market at
a profit". The most comprehensive definition, in our opinion, was given by the American Mar-
keting Association (AMA): "Marketing is an organizational function and a set of processes for
creating, communicating and delivering value to customers and for managing customer relation-
ships in ways that benefit the organization and its stakeholders".

Bonpoc 2

Let's keep in mind that all the PR tools are used successfully to achieve marketing goals
of stimulating consumption. PR campaign is essential for positioning. It also increases the popu-
larity of a product, influencing a customer and rising sales volume. Does it mean that PR is one
of marketing tools? In this case - absolutely yes. However, public relations' functions are not
limited to this. Let's get back to the beginning and compare the definitions: marketing is aimed to
manipulate a customer, while the goal of PR is to manipulate company image. Not only prod-
ucts, but also companies and persons need a new image, and in this case PR is not just a market-
ing tool, but an independent practice. One more question is when one should choose PR from all
the variety of tools. During the last twenty years the price of company image has increased, and
now it comprises about 80% of the total company value. Even a minor growth of company image
price results in a considerable increase of stock value price. Positive, stable company image has
become an important intangible asset. And that is exactly the job of the public relations team: to
create the image of the company. Using PR, one can correct image, thus immediately raising the
profit.

So we see, that marketing and PR are very close, and they often become allies on the bat-
tlefield of customers' minds. That is the reason they are often mixed up. But in general, market-
ing and public relations are two independent disciplines, equally essential and important for eve-
ryone who wants to increase profit and efficiency of the company.

Keep It Simple

As a PR practitioner, you will have to write various materials, such as news releases,
newsletters, brochures, pamphlets and manuals. Your objective will be to inform, explain, in-
struct or persuade.

For these purposes, communication in readable, non-technical language is a must in pub-
lic relations writing.

In many offices where people are engaged in writing there is a large sign bearing the let-
ters KISS. Underneath, in smaller type, is the definition of this acronym: "Keep It Simple, Stu-
pid™.

This is good advice for any writer. It becomes especially important when you must trans-
late technical information into something lay people will understand. Here, the sign should
change from KISS to MISS and the words beneath should read "Make It Simple, Stupid”, be-
cause your task is not to keep things simple. Instead, there is complicated material to be made
simple.

Above all, the copy must be understandable. It should be pretested on several readers
who are representative of the audience for which the publication is intended. If they don't under-
stand, the material should be rewritten. It may be necessary in some cases to use technical lan-
guage, but this should be explained in nontechnical words.

Simplifying a complex idea is hard work. First, you must research the information until
you really understand it. It is impossible to explain anything that you do not understand.
To gain understanding, you must read the material and question the people who created it.

In explaining a complicated subject, it is important not to overload the reader. He or she
should not be given any more than is needed. The language of explanation must be
plain. Jargon has no place here. If possible, there should be no technical terms, but sometimes
they must be used because there is nothing else to serve the purpose. If it is necessary to use
technical terms, they should be described in layman's language.

In describing something new and different, use familiar words and go step by step from a
base of common understanding. A foolproof test of any writing that is meant to simplify a com-
plex subject is to pretest it. If several people who know nothing about the subject do understand
the explanation, it is probably adequate, provided that the experts approve.

If the laity don't understand something, it must be rewritten until they do. And if the ex-
perts disapprove, it is probably because the simplification is inaccurate. Here again, a rewrite is
called for.

PR VS MARKETING

PR and marketing are like cousins: relation is obvious, but its degree is hard to define at
once. And what do the press say about them? Usually reading an article on marketing or PR
leaves an impression that both of them are absolutely essential for business, but their functions
and the difference between them remains vague; in fact, it's unclear even whether they are differ-
ent branches, or one of them is the part of the other. It's hard to understand whom to hire if a
product needs promotion. Should it be a marketing specialist or a public relations officer? Or
maybe both should be hired, because only one of them is not enough? So there are lots of ques-
tions, but to get these questions sorted out is not such a desperate task as it seems to be. Let us
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clear up the difference between marketing and PR point by point, because today they are the
necessary tools for any company that wants to inform a customer about its product.

Definition of Marketing

There are several hundred definitions of the word marketing. Some analysts

hold the opinion that nowadays the essence of marketing is not a customer service, but
beating business rivals; but classic definitions support another viewpoint. Philip Kotler, the
world's foremost expert on the strategic practice of marketing, states that "marketing is the sci-
ence and art of exploring, creating, and delivering value to satisfy the needs of a target market at
a profit". The most comprehensive definition, in our opinion, was given by the American Mar-
keting Association (AMA): "Marketing is an organizational function and a set of processes for
creating, communicating and delivering value to customers and for managing customer relation-
ships in ways that benefit the organization and its stakeholders".

Bonpoc 2
PUBLIC RELATIONS PROCESS

An effective public relations plan for an organization is designed to communicate to an
audience (whether internal or external publics) in such a way that the message coincides with
organizational goals and seeks to benefit mutual interests.

The process of developing such a plan consists of a number of steps. One common model
has four steps. The first step is "defining public relations problems,™" usually in terms of a "situa-
tional analysis,” or what public relations professionals call a "SWOT analysis" (strengths, weak-
nesses, opportunities, threats).

This should answer the question, "What's happening now?" The next step in the public re-
lations process is "planning and programming,” where the main focus is "strategy.” This step
should answer the question "what should we do and say, and why?" The third step in the public
relations process is "taking action and communicating,” also known as "implementation”; This
step should answer the question, "How and when do we do and say it?" The final step is "evalu-
ating the program,” making a final "assessment,” which should answer the question "how did we
do?" This is where public relations professionals make a final analysis of the success of their
campaign or communication.

Another model defines the process of public relations through four steps: "Fact-finding
and data gathering; Planning and programming; Action and communication; Evaluation.” A dif-
ferent process model uses the acronym "ROSIE" to define a five-step process of research, objec-
tives, strategies, implementation and evaluation.

People who are professionals in public relations use different methods for analyzing the
results of their work such as focus groups, surveys, and one-on-one interviews. These same
methods are used in defining what medium of communication will be used in the process of
strategy and what tools will be used in relaying the message, such as press releases, brochures,
websites, media packs, video news releases, news conferences, and in-house publications.

Keep It Simple

As a PR practitioner, you will have to write various materials, such as news releases,
newsletters, brochures, pamphlets and manuals. Your objective will be to inform, explain, in-
struct or persuade.

For these purposes, communication in readable, non-technical language is a must in pub-
lic relations writing.

In many offices where people are engaged in writing there is a large sign bearing the let-
ters KISS. Underneath, in smaller type, is the definition of this acronym: "Keep It Simple, Stu-
pid™.

This is good advice for any writer. It becomes especially important when you must trans-
late technical information into something lay people will understand. Here, the sign should
change from KISS to MISS and the words beneath should read "Make It Simple, Stupid”, be-
cause your task is not to keep things simple. Instead, there is complicated material to be made
simple.

Above all, the copy must be understandable. It should be pretested on several readers
who are representative of the audience for which the publication is intended. If they don't under-
stand, the material should be rewritten. It may be necessary in some cases to use technical lan-
guage, but this should be explained in nontechnical words.

Simplifying a complex idea is hard work. First, you must research the information until
you really understand it. It is impossible to explain anything that you do not understand.
To gain understanding, you must read the material and question the people who created it.

In explaining a complicated subject, it is important not to overload the reader. He or she
should not be given any more than is needed. The language of explanation must be
plain. Jargon has no place here. If possible, there should be no technical terms, but sometimes
they must be used because there is nothing else to serve the purpose. If it is necessary to use
technical terms, they should be described in layman's language.

In describing something new and different, use familiar words and go step by step from a
base of common understanding. A foolproof test of any writing that is meant to simplify a com-
plex subject is to pretest it. If several people who know nothing about the subject do understand
the explanation, it is probably adequate, provided that the experts approve.

If the laity don't understand something, it must be rewritten until they do. And if the ex-
perts disapprove, it is probably because the simplification is inaccurate. Here again, a rewrite is
called for.
