Bonpoc 1
Social work

However, the tides of the political climate periodically yield a conservative orientation more con-
cerned with defense than human welfare, with big business than human rights, and with cutting social
programs to balance the budget rather than increasing the taxes of the wealthy. In such times the appeal
of social work to many young people declined and the supply of competent social workers prepared to
help people lead more satisfying lives was reduced. Paradoxically, the decline in support for human ser-
vices has accrued at times when social and economic conditions dictated the greatest need for the ser-
vices of social workers.

Since it does not appear that the world will become perfect any time soon, it is reasonable to as-
sume that large numbers of social workers will continue to be needed. Employment opportunities may
decline or shift from public to private auspices and there may be variations in the number of human ser-
vice programs the public is willing to support, but the need for the services the social workers can pro-
vide will still exist.

Social workers provide important services to help people solve problems that limit their social
functioning and enhance the quality of their lives. Social workers provide these services in a variety of
ways. Sometimes the social worker offers a “direct service” or helps individuals, families, or other
groups on a face-to-face basis. In some situations they help people solve specific problems, while at
other times social workers counsel people to solve problems or engage in activities that will chance the
quality of their lives — whether or not they experience an identifiable problem.

The services of the social worker might also be provided on behalf of individuals or groups of
people. These “indirect services” help to make social institutions such as organizations, neighborhoods,
communities, or even the policies of a government or laws of a country more responsive to the needs of
people.

Employment opportunities are an important factor for an individual to consider when making a
career choice. Yet, as a review of the development of social work will indicate, the political climate has
acted like a swinging pendulum that affects the availability of social work jobs. The combination of at-
trition and the creation of new arenas of social work practice has always enabled the competent and pro-
fessionally prepared social worker to find satisfying employment. Providing needed human services and
contributing to an improvement of the quality of life for all people are personally rewarding experienc-
es. A social worker can make a small but important contribution to the well-being of society. When one
makes a career choice, these personal rewards must be considered.

Bomnpoc 2
The Definition of Social Work

“Social work is the professional activity of helping individuals, groups, or communities, enhance or re-

store their capacity for social functioning and creating social conditions favourable to that goal.” This
statement provides a concise one-sentence dictionary definition of the profession. It draws important
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boundaries around social work. First, social work is considered “professional activity”. Professional ac-
tivity requires a particular body of knowledge, values, and skills

Second, this definition captures a uniqueness of social work. It makes clear that social workers
serve a range of client systems that include individuals, families, groups, organizations, neighbourhoods,
communities, or even larger units of society. For social work the identification of one’s client is tricky
because a client or target of practice activity may range from an individual to a state or nation. The
unique activities of the social worker are directed toward helping all of those systems interact more ef-
fectively and requires professional education as preparation.

Finally, the last part of the definition concerns social work’s dual focus on person and environ-
ment. Social workers seek to change societal conditions that may help or hinder people from improving
their social functioning. Herein lies another uniqueness of social work. Whereas some professionals fo-
cus on changing the person and others on changing the environment, social workers’ attention is di-
rected to the connections between person and environment.

When working with clients, social workers must take into consideration both the characteristics
of the person and the forces from the environment. In contrast, the physician is primarily prepared to
treat physical aspects of the individual, and the attorney is largely concerned with the operation of the
legal system in the larger environment. Social work recognises that each person brings to the helping
situation a set of behaviours, needs, and beliefs, that are the result of his or her unique experiences from
birth. Yet it also recognises that whatever is brought to the situation must be related to the world as that
person confronts it. By focusing on those transactions, social interaction can be improved.

Keep It Simple

As a PR practitioner, you will have to write various materials, such as news releases, newsletters,
brochures, pamphlets and manuals. Your objective will be to inform, explain, instruct or persuade.

For these purposes, communication in readable, non-technical language is a must in public rela-
tions writing.

In many offices where people are engaged in writing there is a large sign bearing the letters
KISS. Underneath, in smaller type, is the definition of this acronym: "Keep It Simple, Stupid".

This is good advice for any writer. It becomes especially important when you must translate
technical information into something lay people will understand. Here, the sign should change from
KISS to MISS and the words beneath should read "Make It Simple, Stupid”, because your task is not to
keep things simple. Instead, there is complicated material to be made simple.

Above all, the copy must be understandable. It should be pretested on several readers who are
representative of the audience for which the publication is intended. If they don't understand, the materi-
al should be rewritten. It may be necessary in some cases to use technical language, but this should be
explained in nontechnical words.

Simplifying a complex idea is hard work. First, you must research the information until you real-
ly understand it. It is impossible to explain anything that you do not understand. To gain understanding,
you must read the material and question the people who created it.

In explaining a complicated subject, it is important not to overload the reader. He or she should
not be given any more than is needed. The language of explanation must be plain. Jargon has no place
here. If possible, there should be no technical terms, but sometimes they must be used because there is
nothing else to serve the purpose. If it is necessary to use technical terms, they should be described in
layman's language.

In describing something new and different, use familiar words and go step by step from a base of
common understanding. A foolproof test of any writing that is meant to simplify a complex subject is
to pretest it. If several people who know nothing about the subject do understand the explanation, it is
probably adequate, provided that the experts approve.

If the laity don't understand something, it must be rewritten until they do. And if the experts dis-
approve, it is probably because the simplification is inaccurate. Here again, a rewrite is called for.

Bomnpoc 1
Social work

However, the tides of the political climate periodically yield a conservative orientation more con-
cerned with defense than human welfare, with big business than human rights, and with cutting social
programs to balance the budget rather than increasing the taxes of the wealthy. In such times the appeal
of social work to many young people declined and the supply of competent social workers prepared to
help people lead more satisfying lives was reduced. Paradoxically, the decline in support for human ser-
vices has accrued at times when social and economic conditions dictated the greatest need for the ser-
vices of social workers.

Since it does not appear that the world will become perfect any time soon, it is reasonable to as-
sume that large numbers of social workers will continue to be needed. Employment opportunities may
decline or shift from public to private auspices and there may be variations in the number of human ser-
vice programs the public is willing to support, but the need for the services the social workers can pro-
vide will still exist.

Social workers provide important services to help people solve problems that limit their social
functioning and enhance the quality of their lives. Social workers provide these services in a variety of
ways. Sometimes the social worker offers a “direct service” or helps individuals, families, or other
groups on a face-to-face basis. In some situations they help people solve specific problems, while at
other times social workers counsel people to solve problems or engage in activities that will chance the
quality of their lives — whether or not they experience an identifiable problem.

The services of the social worker might also be provided on behalf of individuals or groups of
people. These “indirect services” help to make social institutions such as organizations, neighborhoods,
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communities, or even the policies of a government or laws of a country more responsive to the needs of
people.

Employment opportunities are an important factor for an individual to consider when making a
career choice. Yet, as a review of the development of social work will indicate, the political climate has
acted like a swinging pendulum that affects the availability of social work jobs. The combination of at-
trition and the creation of new arenas of social work practice has always enabled the competent and pro-
fessionally prepared social worker to find satisfying employment. Providing needed human services and
contributing to an improvement of the quality of life for all people are personally rewarding experienc-
es. A social worker can make a small but important contribution to the well-being of society. When one
makes a career choice, these personal rewards must be considered.

Bonpoc 2
The Definition of Social Work

“Social work is the professional activity of helping individuals, groups, or communities, enhance or re-
store their capacity for social functioning and creating social conditions favourable to that goal.” This
statement provides a concise one-sentence dictionary definition of the profession. It draws important
boundaries around social work. First, social work is considered “professional activity”. Professional ac-
tivity requires a particular body of knowledge, values, and skills

Second, this definition captures a uniqueness of social work. It makes clear that social workers
serve a range of client systems that include individuals, families, groups, organizations, neighbourhoods,
communities, or even larger units of society. For social work the identification of one’s client is tricky
because a client or target of practice activity may range from an individual to a state or nation. The
unique activities of the social worker are directed toward helping all of those systems interact more ef-
fectively and requires professional education as preparation.

Finally, the last part of the definition concerns social work’s dual focus on person and environ-
ment. Social workers seek to change societal conditions that may help or hinder people from improving
their social functioning. Herein lies another uniqueness of social work. Whereas some professionals fo-
cus on changing the person and others on changing the environment, social workers’ attention is di-
rected to the connections between person and environment.

When working with clients, social workers must take into consideration both the characteristics
of the person and the forces from the environment. In contrast, the physician is primarily prepared to
treat physical aspects of the individual, and the attorney is largely concerned with the operation of the
legal system in the larger environment. Social work recognises that each person brings to the helping
situation a set of behaviours, needs, and beliefs, that are the result of his or her unique experiences from
birth. Yet it also recognises that whatever is brought to the situation must be related to the world as that
person confronts it. By focusing on those transactions, social interaction can be improved.

Keep It Simple

As a PR practitioner, you will have to write various materials, such as news releases, newsletters,
brochures, pamphlets and manuals. Your objective will be to inform, explain, instruct or persuade.

For these purposes, communication in readable, non-technical language is a must in public rela-
tions writing.

In many offices where people are engaged in writing there is a large sign bearing the letters
KISS. Underneath, in smaller type, is the definition of this acronym: "Keep It Simple, Stupid".

This is good advice for any writer. It becomes especially important when you must translate
technical information into something lay people will understand. Here, the sign should change from
KISS to MISS and the words beneath should read "Make It Simple, Stupid”, because your task is not to
keep things simple. Instead, there is complicated material to be made simple.

Above all, the copy must be understandable. It should be pretested on several readers who are
representative of the audience for which the publication is intended. If they don't understand, the materi-
al should be rewritten. It may be necessary in some cases to use technical language, but this should be
explained in nontechnical words.

Simplifying a complex idea is hard work. First, you must research the information until you real-
ly understand it. It is impossible to explain anything that you do not understand. To gain understanding,
you must read the material and question the people who created it.

In explaining a complicated subject, it is important not to overload the reader. He or she should
not be given any more than is needed. The language of explanation must be plain. Jargon has no place
here. If possible, there should be no technical terms, but sometimes they must be used because there is
nothing else to serve the purpose. If it is necessary to use technical terms, they should be described in
layman's language.

In describing something new and different, use familiar words and go step by step from a base of
common understanding. A foolproof test of any writing that is meant to simplify a complex subject is
to pretest it. If several people who know nothing about the subject do understand the explanation, it is
probably adequate, provided that the experts approve.

If the laity don't understand something, it must be rewritten until they do. And if the experts dis-
approve, it is probably because the simplification is inaccurate. Here again, a rewrite is called for.
