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American culture

The American people express their culture through traditions in food, clothing, recreation, and ceremo-
nies; through the education system and institutions of learning, including museums and libraries; and
through the arts, encompassing the visual, literary, and performing arts. American culture is rich, com-
plex, and unique. It emerged from the short and rapid European conquest of an enormous landmass
sparsely settled by diverse indigenous peoples. Although European cultural patterns predominated, es-
pecially in language, the arts, and political institutions, peoples from Africa, Asia, and
North America also contributed to American culture. All of these groups influenced popular tastes in
music, dress, entertainment, and cuisine. As a result, American culture possesses an unusual mixture of
patterns and forms forged from among its diverse peoples. The many melodies of American culture
have not always been harmonious, but its complexity has created a society that struggles to achieve tol-
erance and produces a uniquely casual personal style that identifies Americans everywhere. The country
is strongly committed to democracy, in which views of the majority prevail, and strives for equality in
law and institutions.
Characteristics such as democracy and equality flourished in the American environment long before tak-
ing firm root in European societies, where the ideals originated. As early as the 1780s, Michel Guil-
laume Jean de Crévecoeur, a French writer living in Pennsylvania who wrote under the pseudonym J.
Hector St. John, was impressed by the democratic nature of early American society. It was not until the
19th century that these tendencies in America were most fully expressed. When French political writer
Alexis de Tocqueville, an acute social observer, traveled through the United States in the 1830s, he pro-
vided an unusually penetrating portrait of the nature of democracy in America and its cultural conse-
guences. He commented that in all areas of culture—family life, law, arts, philosophy, and dress—
Americans were inclined to emphasize the ordinary and easily accessible, rather than the unique and
complex. His insight is as relevant today as it was when de Tocqueville visited the United States. As a
result, American culture is more often defined by its popular and democratically inclusive features, such
as blockbuster movies, television comedies, sports stars, and fast food, than by its more cultivated as-
pects as performed in theaters, published in books, or viewed in museums and galleries. Even the fine
arts in modern America often partake of the energy and forms of popular culture, and modern arts are
often a product of the fusion of fine and popular arts.
While America is probably most well known for its popular arts, Americans take part in an enormous
range of cultural activities. Besides being avid readers of a great variety of books and magazines cater-
ing to differing tastes and interests, Americans also attend museums, operas, and ballets in large num-
bers. They listen to country and classical music, jazz and folk music, as well as classic rock-and-roll and
new wave. Americans attend and participate in basketball, football, baseball, and soccer games. They
enjoy food from a wide range of foreign cuisines, such as Chinese, Thai, Greek, French, Indian, Mexi-
can, Italian, Ethiopian, and Cuban.
They have also developed their own regional foods, such as California cuisine and Southwestern,
Creole, and Southern cooking. Still evolving and drawing upon its ever more diverse population,
American culture has come to symbolize what is most up-to-date and modern. American culture has
also become increasingly international and is imported by countries around the world.

Ludwig Van Beethoven: The Moody Genius
In 1774, four-year-old Ludwig van Beethoven had to stand on the piano bench to reach the keys. Even-
tually, he became known as Germany’s greatest pianist. Beethoven’s talent attracted many friends. But
he was a moody genius. If people talked while he played, he would walk off in a huff. He was notorious

for rude behavior. Once he got mad at a waiter and dumped gravy on the man’s head! The fashionable
hairstyle of the times was neat pigtails, but Beethoven wore his hair long and wild. He cared nothing
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about stylish clothes. Beethoven scorned company. He preferred being alone to compose symphonies.
Sometimes he worked for days without sleep. Beethoven’s most well-known notes begin his Fifth Sym-
phony. They are three short beats followed by one long beat. Some people think these notes represent
Fate knocking at the door.

What is the worst thing you could imagine happening to a musician? In his twenties, Beethoven began
to lose his hearing. He broke piano strings by pounding hard enough to hear the notes. The deaf com-
poser became even more eccentric. When conducting an orchestra, he’d shout without realizing it. In his
last performance, Beethoven could not hear the audience. When someone turned him around to make
him aware of the applause, Beethoven began to cry.

The great composer died at age 57. Until the very end, he was a wild, defiant genius. According to leg-
end, when a thunderstorm rattled the room, Beethoven roused himself from his death bed and shook his
fist at the sky.

The BRICS youth agenda

Since the five BRICS countries have the potential to become the largest aggregate economy in
the world by 2050, they instituted an inter-regional mechanism for cooperation and joint action for
that purpose in 2006: the BRICS grouping. Subsequently, the protection of youth and the promotion
of jobs have emerged as leading areas of their growing social agenda. Having had their first summit
meeting in 2009, by 2010 the Heads of State of the BRICS countries agreed to support technical and
financial cooperation to promote social development and social protection focusing on vulnerable
groups, such as poor people, women, youth, migrants and persons with disabilities, as a means of
fighting poverty. Also, in the same document, there is a commitment to explore innovative and sus-
tainable technologies that promote job creation. In the 2011 Summit Declaration, the leaders inten-
sified these commitments: “We underscore our firm commitment to strengthen dialogue and coop-
eration in the fields of social protection, decent work, gender equality, youth, and public health, in-
cluding the fight against HIV/AIDS.” From 2012 onwards the Summit Declaration began to include
Action Plans with the aim of enhancing the institutional and practical effects of inter-regional coop-
eration. In the same year the commitment to the protection of youth gave rise to two new areas of
cooperation: the BRICS Youth Policy Dialogue and cooperation in population-related issues.

The responsibility to promote jobs was also emphasized in points 6 and 28 of the 2012 Sum-
mit Declaration. Sidelining the G20 meeting in 2012, young leaders from BRICS nations conceptu-
alized a BRICS youth summit to be held in 2013 along with the main BRICS summit. In 2013 the
issue of youth protection set the tone for the 2nd BRICS Urbanization Forum and the 3rd Friend-
ship Cities in Local Government Cooperation Forum, while the areas of cooperation previously cre-
ated were maintained as central to the social agenda of the interregional mechanism.

On 1 November 2013 the BRICS National Youth Consultative Forum was held by the South
African Foreign Ministry, at which time South Africa suggested the creation of a BRICS Youth
Employment Fund to be set up by 2014 with the main purpose of increasing investments to counter
youth unemployment in BRICS nations, predominantly through “technical and vocational educa-
tion, training and exchanges between our countries”. The chairperson of South Africa’s National
Youth Development Agency (NYDA), Ms. Pillay Yershen, also proposed that the BRICS Devel-
opment Bank (to be officially launched in 2014) should focus on providing access to finance for
young entrepreneurs in BRICS countries.

American culture

The American people express their culture through traditions in food, clothing, recreation, and ceremo-
nies; through the education system and institutions of learning, including museums and libraries; and
through the arts, encompassing the visual, literary, and performing arts. American culture is rich, com-
plex, and unique. It emerged from the short and rapid European conquest of an enormous landmass
sparsely settled by diverse indigenous peoples. Although European cultural patterns predominated, es-
pecially in language, the arts, and political institutions, peoples from Africa, Asia, and

North America also contributed to American culture. All of these groups influenced popular tastes in
music, dress, entertainment, and cuisine. As a result, American culture possesses an unusual mixture of
patterns and forms forged from among its diverse peoples. The many melodies of American culture
have not always been harmonious, but its complexity has created a society that struggles to achieve tol-
erance and produces a uniquely casual personal style that identifies Americans everywhere. The country
is strongly committed to democracy, in which views of the majority prevail, and strives for equality in
law and institutions.

Characteristics such as democracy and equality flourished in the American environment long before tak-
ing firm root in European societies, where the ideals originated. As early as the 1780s, Michel Guil-
laume Jean de Crévecoeur, a French writer living in Pennsylvania who wrote under the pseudonym J.
Hector St. John, was impressed by the democratic nature of early American society. It was not until the
19th century that these tendencies in America were most fully expressed. When French political writer
Alexis de Tocqueville, an acute social observer, traveled through the United States in the 1830s, he pro-
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vided an unusually penetrating portrait of the nature of democracy in America and its cultural conse-
quences. He commented that in all areas of culture—family life, law, arts, philosophy, and dress—
Americans were inclined to emphasize the ordinary and easily accessible, rather than the unique and
complex. His insight is as relevant today as it was when de Tocqueville visited the United States. As a
result, American culture is more often defined by its popular and democratically inclusive features, such
as blockbuster movies, television comedies, sports stars, and fast food, than by its more cultivated as-
pects as performed in theaters, published in books, or viewed in museums and galleries. Even the fine
arts in modern America often partake of the energy and forms of popular culture, and modern arts are
often a product of the fusion of fine and popular arts.
While America is probably most well known for its popular arts, Americans take part in an enormous
range of cultural activities. Besides being avid readers of a great variety of books and magazines cater-
ing to differing tastes and interests, Americans also attend museums, operas, and ballets in large num-
bers. They listen to country and classical music, jazz and folk music, as well as classic rock-and-roll and
new wave. Americans attend and participate in basketball, football, baseball, and soccer games. They
enjoy food from a wide range of foreign cuisines, such as Chinese, Thai, Greek, French, Indian, Mexi-
can, Italian, Ethiopian, and Cuban.
They have also developed their own regional foods, such as California cuisine and Southwestern,
Creole, and Southern cooking. Still evolving and drawing upon its ever more diverse population,
American culture has come to symbolize what is most up-to-date and modern. American culture has
also become increasingly international and is imported by countries around the world.

Ludwig Van Beethoven: The Moody Genius

In 1774, four-year-old Ludwig van Beethoven had to stand on the piano bench to reach the keys. Even-
tually, he became known as Germany’s greatest pianist. Beethoven’s talent attracted many friends. But
he was a moody genius. If people talked while he played, he would walk off in a huff. He was notorious
for rude behavior. Once he got mad at a waiter and dumped gravy on the man’s head! The fashionable
hairstyle of the times was neat pigtails, but Beethoven wore his hair long and wild. He cared nothing
about stylish clothes. Beethoven scorned company. He preferred being alone to compose symphonies.
Sometimes he worked for days without sleep. Beethoven’s most well-known notes begin his Fifth Sym-
phony. They are three short beats followed by one long beat. Some people think these notes represent
Fate knocking at the door.

What is the worst thing you could imagine happening to a musician? In his twenties, Beethoven began
to lose his hearing. He broke piano strings by pounding hard enough to hear the notes. The deaf com-
poser became even more eccentric. When conducting an orchestra, he’d shout without realizing it. In his
last performance, Beethoven could not hear the audience. When someone turned him around to make
him aware of the applause, Beethoven began to cry.

The great composer died at age 57. Until the very end, he was a wild, defiant genius. According to leg-
end, when a thunderstorm rattled the room, Beethoven roused himself from his death bed and shook his
fist at the sky.

The BRICS youth agenda

Since the five BRICS countries have the potential to become the largest aggregate economy in
the world by 2050, they instituted an inter-regional mechanism for cooperation and joint action for
that purpose in 2006: the BRICS grouping. Subsequently, the protection of youth and the promotion
of jobs have emerged as leading areas of their growing social agenda. Having had their first summit
meeting in 2009, by 2010 the Heads of State of the BRICS countries agreed to support technical and
financial cooperation to promote social development and social protection focusing on vulnerable
groups, such as poor people, women, youth, migrants and persons with disabilities, as a means of
fighting poverty. Also, in the same document, there is a commitment to explore innovative and sus-
tainable technologies that promote job creation. In the 2011 Summit Declaration, the leaders inten-
sified these commitments: “We underscore our firm commitment to strengthen dialogue and coop-
eration in the fields of social protection, decent work, gender equality, youth, and public health, in-
cluding the fight against HIV/AIDS.” From 2012 onwards the Summit Declaration began to include
Action Plans with the aim of enhancing the institutional and practical effects of inter-regional coop-
eration. In the same year the commitment to the protection of youth gave rise to two new areas of
cooperation: the BRICS Youth Policy Dialogue and cooperation in population-related issues.

The responsibility to promote jobs was also emphasized in points 6 and 28 of the 2012 Sum-
mit Declaration. Sidelining the G20 meeting in 2012, young leaders from BRICS nations conceptu-
alized a BRICS youth summit to be held in 2013 along with the main BRICS summit. In 2013 the
issue of youth protection set the tone for the 2nd BRICS Urbanization Forum and the 3rd Friend-
ship Cities in Local Government Cooperation Forum, while the areas of cooperation previously cre-
ated were maintained as central to the social agenda of the interregional mechanism.

On 1 November 2013 the BRICS National Youth Consultative Forum was held by the South
African Foreign Ministry, at which time South Africa suggested the creation of a BRICS Youth
Employment Fund to be set up by 2014 with the main purpose of increasing investments to counter
youth unemployment in BRICS nations, predominantly through “technical and vocational educa-
tion, training and exchanges between our countries”. The chairperson of South Africa’s National
Youth Development Agency (NYDA), Ms. Pillay Yershen, also proposed that the BRICS Devel-
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opment Bank (to be officially launched in 2014) should focus on providing access to finance for
young entrepreneurs in BRICS countries.
