The BRICS youth agenda

Since the five BRICS countries have the potential to become the largest aggregate economy in
the world by 2050, they instituted an inter-regional mechanism for cooperation and joint action for
that purpose in 2006: the BRICS grouping. Subsequently, the protection of youth and the promotion
of jobs have emerged as leading areas of their growing social agenda. Having had their first summit
meeting in 2009, by 2010 the Heads of State of the BRICS countries agreed to support technical and
financial cooperation to promote social development and social protection focusing on vulnerable
groups, such as poor people, women, youth, migrants and persons with disabilities, as a means of
fighting poverty. Also, in the same document, there is a commitment to explore innovative and sus-
tainable technologies that promote job creation. In the 2011 Summit Declaration, the leaders inten-
sified these commitments: “We underscore our firm commitment to strengthen dialogue and coop-
eration in the fields of social protection, decent work, gender equality, youth, and public health, in-
cluding the fight against HIV/AIDS.” From 2012 onwards the Summit Declaration began to include
Action Plans with the aim of enhancing the institutional and practical effects of inter-regional coop-
eration. In the same year the commitment to the protection of youth gave rise to two new areas of
cooperation: the BRICS Youth Policy Dialogue and cooperation in population-related issues.

The responsibility to promote jobs was also emphasized in points 6 and 28 of the 2012 Sum-
mit Declaration. Sidelining the G20 meeting in 2012, young leaders from BRICS nations conceptu-
alized a BRICS youth summit to be held in 2013 along with the main BRICS summit. In 2013 the
issue of youth protection set the tone for the 2nd BRICS Urbanization Forum and the 3rd Friend-
ship Cities in Local Government Cooperation Forum, while the areas of cooperation previously cre-
ated were maintained as central to the social agenda of the interregional mechanism.

On 1 November 2013 the BRICS National Youth Consultative Forum was held by the South
African Foreign Ministry, at which time South Africa suggested the creation of a BRICS Youth
Employment Fund to be set up by 2014 with the main purpose of increasing investments to counter
youth unemployment in BRICS nations, predominantly through “technical and vocational educa-
tion, training and exchanges between our countries”. The chairperson of South Africa’s National
Youth Development Agency (NYDA), Ms. Pillay Yershen, also proposed that the BRICS Devel-
opment Bank (to be officially launched in 2014) should focus on providing access to finance for
young entrepreneurs in BRICS countries.

Negotiation

The ultimate objective of formal negotiations is to create a mutually accepted outcome for the con-
flicting parties, thus ending the violence. Negotiation involves several integrated processes that can
take place on different levels, between local institutions and international actors. Conflicting parties
come to the table only when they perceive it to be in their own interests. Usually this is when the
contending parties have reached a mutually hurting stalemate, where the costs of continued fighting
are too high. A stalemate comes about because of the absence of change and negotiation becomes
attractive as a way to pursue their aims through more peaceful, means. This window of opportunity,
or ripe moment for resolution, must be recognized and acted upon. During negotiations, trust must
develop between the conflicting parties through a functional working relationship that establishes
good faith. Furthermore, negotiation is a creative process, adaptable to changing circumstances, and
flexible to new alternatives.

Getting the parties together, identifying key issues, distinguishing rational from emotional objec-
tives, preparing the agenda and negotiating the peace agreement, are all key functions of peacemak-
ing. Third parties are often necessary to facilitate and mediate the process. This third party can con-
duct direct to indirect negotiations, or can document and draft working plans and proposals. Media-
tors can also conduct shuttle diplomacy between two conflicting parties who will not or cannot ne-
gotiate face to face in order to advance the negotiation process.

Forging a new approach to Iran

Even as the Trump administration seeks to designate the Revolutionary Guard as a Foreign Terrorist
Organization, Iran continues its blatant defiance of international norms. Promising “roaring mis-
siles” if threatened, Tehran has test fired several ballistic weapons capable of delivering nuclear ma-
terial in just the past month. A fundamentally weak regime with dated military capabilities, Iran is
attempting to call the United States’ bluff, perhaps to gain leverage in any subsequent re-
evaluations of the nuclear deal Tehran struck with the Obama administration. Several blistering
statements from the White House backed by a round of sanctions presage the administration’s mus-
cular new approach. But if it hopes to secure the region, it must systematically target the core desta-
bilizing activities of the regime.

In a steady stream of denunciations, the White House pledged tougher U.S. action if the mullahs
continue to violate international norms through illicit missile tests, making clear that the Obama era
of appeasement is over. “Instead of being thankful to the United States for these agreements, Iran is
now feeling emboldened,” an official White House statement read. “We are officially putting Iran
on notice.” While many Iranian officials dismissed President Trump’s tough talk on the nuclear deal
as empty campaign rhetoric, the president’s appointment of fellow anti-regime hardliner Gen. James
Mattis demonstrates his intention to deliver.

Perhaps more importantly, the White House has also challenged the regime’s extended proxy offen-
sives against U.S. allies and friends in the neighborhood. Such actions “underscore what should
have been clear to the international community all along about Iran’s destabilizing behavior across
the Middle East,” the White House statement continued. Contrary to President Obama’s Middle
East policy of abandoning friends and allies and trying to make friends with the adversaries, the
Trump administration will fully support its friends. Specifically, this stance challenges Iran’s prac-
tice of hiding behind Hezbollah and Houthis militants as it funds and trains them.

Holding a vastly dated arsenal of weapons, Iran is no match for U.S. firepower, leaving only back-
channel mercenaries to promote regional dominance. The White House acknowledged this dynam-
ic, specifically characterizing the affront against Saudi forces as being “conducted by Iran-
supported Houthi militants.” This link was never recognized by the Obama administration. Such
oversight left Iran free to grow and strengthen its hand in these groups, which terrorize the region
and undermine our partners. If the Trump administration will craft a strategy for stunting Iran’s
proxy network, particularly by cutting funding and armament flows, the region would be far safer
and more stable.

Noting Mr. Trump’s concerns about the nuclear deal being “weak and ineffective”, the Trump ad-
ministration addressed a third key issue in the U.S.-Iranian relationship. Rapidly losing money and
influence, the nuclear deal allowed the regime to avoid military confrontation over its development
program for which it was grossly unprepared. And despite the intention of weakening the regime
and strengthening the Iranian people, rushed U.S. concessions granted the regime an eleventh-hour
trickle of lifeblood, both financially and symbolically. By rolling sanctions back, destabilizing be-
havior was ostensibly met with an influx of funds. As such, the deal signaled that military action
against Iran was highly improbable, thus essentially greenlighting the illicit activity that effected
warnings and sanctions from the White House over the past month. And despite official remarks by
Iranian officials denouncing these statements as naive and weak, the regime would be in dire straits
if America turns off the faucet opened by the nuclear deal.

Finally, the administration’s condemnation for Iran’s broader support for terrorism demonstrated
clear perspective on the direct threat it poses to international security. In addition to supporting
Hezbollah, Iran is currently involved in a life-and-death battle in Syria that includes continuous
weapon and militant transfer from Iran to Syria. President Bashar Assad’s downfall in Syria would
destroy the linchpin of Iran’s terror apparatus.

In the U.S., the education of adults is a never-ending process going on in many different
places for many different reasons. At least 76 million adults are enrolled in some type of classes,
mostly as part-time students. The majority of these classes are taken not for credit but for
knowledge that the student can use on the job, to pursue a hobby, or for personal growth. Many em-
ployees take classes at their workplace. Some companies pay the tuition when an employee goes
back to school to learn a skill that the company needs. Noncredit programs, commonly called adult
education or continuing education, are offered in many high schools, colleges, and museums. There
are also private learning centers that offer inexpensive classes covering a wide variety of skills and
activities. A typical catalog might have classes in how to cook a Chinese dinner, invest in the stock
market, improve spelling, make friends, or even give your partner a massage.

Education, like everything else, takes advantage of technology. These days, students can be
home with the family and go to school at the same time. They can take classes in their living rooms
via TV. Many schools also offer distance learning — "attending™ class and interacting with profes-
sors and classmates via the Internet. One 97-year-old man earned his Ph.D. that way!

In the U.S.A., technology rapidly makes some skills obsolete and new ones essential.
Workers at all levels realize that lifelong learning is necessary. Even professional people — doctors,
accountants, dentists, and engineers —continue to study to keep up with changes in their fields. Edu-
cation, on the college campus or elsewhere, is an important element in the life of an American adult.
The American dream of becoming professionally and financially successful is most often achieved
through higher education.
