As history shows, monarchies need to continuously reform themselves, if they want to survive. Ar-
guments about the Monarchy are as old as the institution itself. But this summer, critics who have
been calling for reform were taken by surprise.

Text 1

In the 1700s, German philosophy turned strongly metaphysical. The ‘transcendental idealism' of
Immanuel Kant (1724-1804) proposed a world understood by the senses (the phenomenon) yet under-
pinned by a reality independent of the senses that we cannot know (the noumenon). Kant considered
what he called the 'categories' of our understanding - concepts of matter, space and time, amongst oth-
ers - to be innate capacities of thought, such that when we encounter new things in the world, we are
naturally equipped to inevitably understand them in terms of these categories. Kant also restored the
idea of motive, not consequences, as the essential component in judging human behaviour morally,
and he concluded that one must not treat another person simply as a means to an end. He also believed
that universal moral laws existed as 'categorical imperatives' demanding unqualified obedience.

After Kant there followed in Germany a raft of 'idealist' (‘reality is mental’) philosophers, an-
nexing ideas to an almost mystical world. By way of example we can contrast Johann Fichte (1762-
1814) and Friedrich Schelling (1775-1854). David Hume (1711-1776) in Scotland agreed with Kant
that: scientific laws are not deducible from observations of the world, but Fichte said that we have an
innate mental structure allowing us to deduce reality, and that the ‘I” - the knowing subject - thus
causes reality to appear as the 'not-1', yet under the character of the essential moral nature of man.
Schelling objected that a knowing subject cannot exist without there being something already there to
know, and that Nature is a creative process with man at the apex. (These ideas were to return, trans-
formed, in Nineteenth Century arguments for the evolution of life-forms by natural selection.) These
were subtle observations highlighting the problem of objectively observering a world that includes the
observer.

Text 2
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Arthur Schopenhauer (1788-1860) complicated matters further by accepting Kant's separation of
phenomena and noumena, but now as aspects of the same thing: the Will is the noumenon, and its
Representation is the phenomenon. We can directly know our own Will, but not the Will of anything
(or anyone) else, which we can only represent. Since time and space do not exist in the noumenal world,
the Will is a universal undifferentiated source of energy, powering the differentiated world of represen-
tation.

For G.W.F. Hegel (1770-1831), reality itself is immaterial -Spirit (Geist) - and in a process of
evolution that constitutes the progress of history, and which demonstrates Spirit's internal structure. So
in contrast to Kant's fixed categories of understanding, with Hegel we have a constantly developing
consciousness. The dynamic of progress is a 'dialectical' interaction of opposites: thesis conflicts with
antithesis to produce a synthesis which becomes the new thesis. So for instance despotism conflicts with
freedom to yield some form of ordered justice, this representing a progressive, upward outcome. To
Hegel each age has its own Spirit (Zeitgeist) which both manifests and conditions the thoughts and un-
derstanding of that age. If our thoughts do not match the Zeitgeist we may sense alienation - feelings of
isolation, anxiety and meaninglessness.

Ludwig Feuerbach (1804-1872) turned Hegel's ideas upside down, replacing Hegel's idealism
with materialism. For him there was no 'spirit’, and theology must be understood as anthropology. Karl
Marx (1818-1873) admired Feuerbach, agreeing with him that God is a mere projection of human
hopes and fears, and reconfigured Hegel's idealism to understand human history as ‘dialectical materi-
alism’, which he interpreted as implying an inevitable process towards a classless society - which pro-
cess may however be actively accelerated through revolution. Human destiny was solely for man to
determine: religion was “the opium of the people.” In Das Kapital (1867), capitalism is presented as an
unstable economic system where both employer and employed are dehumanised cogs in an industrial
machine and so alienated from creative work.

Text 3

Mathematics and science remarkably connected rationalism - the idea that pure reason can
discover truth - with empirical enquiry, allowing spectacular technological advances to be made in
the Seventeenth and Eighteenth Centuries and setting the scene for the Industrial Revolution.
These centuries are dubbed ‘the Age of Reason’ or 'the Enlightenment',

Rene Descartes (1596- 1650) claimed a proof of his own existence merely from recognition of
his ability to think ("I think therefore I am™). In 1949, British philosopher Gilbert Ryle argued that
Descartes had committed a ‘category error' - that of thinking of the mind as a place where thoughts
and feelings occur analogous to our bodies being the location of our senses, although mind is a
nun-corporeal ‘ghost in the machine'. Philosophy is littered with such abstract 'ghosts’, innocently
but falsely treated as entities belonging to the world of things.

In contrast to the rather abstract rationalist approach of Descartes, in the Seventeenth and Eight-
eenth centuries British empiricism treated reason as best applied by testing the world discoverable
through our senses and amenable to experimentation. Hobbes and Locke had described the world in ma-
terial and mechanical terms. It had first begun to be systematically examined in these terms by Francis
Bacon (1561-1626).

All ideas run the risk of being taken to extremes, and empiricism proved no exception. French
thinkers, including Auguste Comte (1798-1857), transformed empiricism into positivism - the belief
that knowledge is limited to what can be ‘positively verified. This requirement arose as a protest
against rationalist explanations that seemed tainted with metaphysical overspeculation. Comte applied
positivism to attempt to discover laws of social behaviour. (.Marx could not. agree with Comte's sociol-
ogy, although he fully accepted that sociological investigation should be scientific, and metaphysics
forgotten.)

The Idea of a “Universal” Education

Aristotle says in Politics VIII that the primary concern of education is to cultivate a ca-
pacity to form good or correct judgments and (what is closely related so far as moral judg-
ments are concerned) a disposition to take pleasure in admirable human dispositions and ac-
tions. His work, On the Parts of Animals, opens similarly with the claim that to be educated is
to be able to form a sound judgment of an investigation or exposition, a person of “universal”
education being one who is able to do this in all or nearly all domains of knowledge. The abil-
ity to make sound judgments for oneself is a defining aim that unifies education at all levels,
but Politics VIII is concerned with a stage of education in which the development of good
judgment is strongly linked to the formation of moral dispositions, whereas Parts of Animals |
is concerned with the principles by which the soundness of inquiries and expositions in a do-
main of higher learning (zoology) might be judged—principles Aristotle had devised and was
in that very lecture preparing to impart. He evidently believed that to be educated in a field of
study is to master its principles of inquiry and to be able to make sound judgments for oneself
of matters within its sphere of competence. He furthered such mastery and ability in zoology
and other sciences not only by focusing his students’ attention on the principles but also by
encouraging involvement in investigations. Unlike Isocrates’s school of rhetoric, in which a
solitary master dispensed instruction to students for a fee, the Peripatos was an informal
community of “friends” (philoi) engaged—in varying proportions—in research, instruction,
and learning, without fees or contractual obligations. The collaborative nature of research in
this setting is consistent with Aristotle’s remark at the opening of Metaphysics 11, that every-
one has the capacity to contribute something to finding the truth, while no one can succeed
adequately except as part of a larger, collective effort.

The students who heard the lectures constituting Aristotle’s Nicomachean Ethics were
told similarly at the outset that their experience of human conduct and familiarity with ethical
facts would provide the starting points for a process of inquiry culminating in a systematic,
reasoned body of ethical knowledge (epistémé)—the ethical knowledge required for phronésis
(practical wisdom or excellence in judging what to do). Aristotle announces his practical phi-
losophy as a science and a field of higher learning, and here, as in other educational domains,
the overarching aim is the development of a form of good judgment.

The Contours of the Philosophy of
St. Thomas Aquinas

Aquinas affirms a view of human beings as part of a world that is made up of phenomena
that possess objectively real natures. For Aquinas, the world has a reality that exists inde-
pendently of how we perceive and understand it. He does not consider that knowledge con-
sists in an inference from sensation; rather, he affirms the Scholastic adage that “nothing can
be understood until it first appears to the senses” (nihil in intellectu nisi quod pris fuerit in sen-
su). He considers sense experience to be the starting point of knowledge and to be mediated
via the intellect to constitute knowledge. Reality is thus amenable to the working of the hu-
man mind. According to the epistemology of Aquinas, the mind possesses an intuitive capacity
to make the world intelligible and to attain truth.

Human beings are envisaged as rational creatures with powers that enable them to
study the structure of reality, whose intelligibility is potentially susceptible of being disclosed
by the exercise of their intellectual capacities. Rather than innate ideas, the mind contains the
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source of knowledge as a seed or germ that, at the very first contact with experience, has the
power to conceive certain self-evident principles.

Among these first principles, which become the bedrock of our thinking, are, for exam-
ple, the notions of being or of the unity of being and the principle of causality. Virtue derives
from the human capacity to grasp the ends to which human beings are naturally inclined, and
the genesis of virtue is to be found in the apprehension of these ends.

Aquinas adopts the Aristotelian principle that all change is a passing from being poten-
tially something to being actually that something. He also adopts the Aristotelian synthesis of
the four causes and uses it to show what is necessarily involved in any development from A to
B. The four causes explain the process. There must be (1) a material cause, answering the
question “out of what”; (2) a formal cause, explaining the determining principle (“form”)
whereby we recognize the result of the change; (3) an efficient cause, answering the question
of what effected the change; and (4) a final cause, the “purpose” or the “end” in terms of which
the change came to pass.

Daoism

Daoism (Taoism) is an ancient philosophy with origins in texts written in China more
than 2,500 years ago. For perhaps just as many years, Daoism has also been practiced as a
nontheistic religion, at times in secret when other philosophical/religious groups were in po-
litical and cultural favor. The key Daoist writings are characterized by many paradoxes, poetic
language, and contradictory messages. Some writings ask many questions but do not provide
answers, or they may answer with another question, which can be confusing to readers used
to straightforward prose. In spite of its perplexing qualities, Daoism has been advocated and
popularized throughout the millennia as holding truths about the pathway (dao) to take in life
as well as the way (dao) to do things. Thousands of volumes have been published about Dao-
ism, including several hundred translations into dozens of languages and interpretations by
scholars and historians over two millennia.

Along with the Bible, the ancient Daodejing (Tao Te Ching) is one of the most published
books on earth. Daoism does not hold a reputation for being an “educational” philosophy; it
does not advocate formal education. Indeed, its writings have even aimed criticisms and
poked fun at Confucianism, one of the most influential and powerful educational philosophies
in China. However, Daoist precepts do advocate seeking wisdom in natural, informal ways.
Also, given that the educational decisions of teachers and students are influenced by their
personal belief systems, Daoist values have been a potential influence on goals, curricula, in-
structional techniques, and student expectations.
