A work placement also enhances the look
of your CV (many jobs are unavailable to those with no experience) — and, of course, you’ll earn
some money.

B Employers can also benefit from work placements. Students have up-to-date knowledge and
skills which can be put to good use on a project. Students are often highly motivated and work
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hard, and staff and students learn from each other as they do their work tasks. If a student works
really well, the employer can offer them a full time job with less risk than with an unknown
person. The student will be familiar with the organization and its unwritten rules and will fit in
better than someone who is completely new.

C There are different kinds of work placements. ‘Work shadowing’ means following someone
around as they do their work to see how they do it. A general role will mean being involved in
many different aspects of work in a department or company and learning how a wide range of
things work in the organisation. Taking on a specific role on a project or in a department is more
like having a real job and you will probably be responsible for a specific area of work.

D The most important quality the employer is looking for is attitude. When you approach an
employer for a work placement you must show that you are enthusiastic and willing to learn.
This is more important than previous experience. You will be able to learn from any work
experience but it is best to apply for a role which you are interested in and in which you can offer
the employer some benefit. You should also expect the employer to assess your work and to
offer you a written appraisal of how you performed in such areas as meeting deadlines and
dealing with your workload.

If a company were currently trading at a price-earnings ratio of 20, the interpretation is that

a firm has short-term assets 20 times larger than its immediate liabilities.

An investor is willing to pay $20 for $1 of current earnings.

Gives investors an idea of how effective the company is in converting the money it invests into
net income.

It takes 20 years to recover the cost of the investment.

At automobile dealerships, a significant number of car shoppers leave the lot with a brand new
car, even though they could not afford to pay for that car in cash. To obtain the car, these buyers
borrowed the money. They then gave the borrowed money to the car dealer in exchange for the
vehicle.

If the cost of a vehicle is $20,000 and a buyer hands over $2,000 in cash and $18,000 in
borrowed money in exchange for the vehicle, the buyer’s cash outlay is only 10% of the
vehicle’s purchase price. Using borrowed money to pay 90% of the cost enables the buyer to
obtain a significantly more expensive vehicle than what could have been purchased using only
available personal cash. From an investment perspective, the is 10 to one (10:1). That
is to say, the ratio of personal cash to borrowed cash is $1 in personal cash for every $10 spent.

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COMMERCIAL BANKS

By definition, banks are institutions which accept money from people for safe keeping,
lending it out to others, but particularly creating money by lending their credit, i.e. by making
loans and advances to customers. Banks make money work at all levels in industry and
commerce.

Thus, commercial (or in the UK clearing) banks are providers of payment services and they
act as financial intermediaries. They offer a variety of services such as deposit and current
accounts tailored to fit particular savers’ preferences! and they lend the funds they receive on a
variety of terms which satisfy the needs of a range of borrowers.

By pooling risks, by studying the experience of many individuals and by acquiring the
expertise to assess the prospect of profit and loss inherent in lending, banks are able to provide
their savers with a combination of interest, ease of repayment and protection against loss that are
better than these savers could obtain by lending directly to the ultimate borrowers. Banks
mediate between these borrowers and savers to achieve a profit. In this intermediation process
costs are incurred which must be met out of the bank’s margin between the borrowing and
lending interest rates.? Banks are able to achieve these margins through economies of scale. But
the margin is always under pressure from the basic costs of the business and from competition.
They make their profit by paying a lower rate of interest for the money they lend.

Later, other activities were added to the original function of the banks. A modern joint-stock
bank is expected to supply® the following services: to accept deposits; to provide cheque
facilities;* to collect and pay cheques, bills and dividends; to grant loans to customers and
arrange for overdraft facilities; to discount bills; to open letters of credit; to issue travellers’
cheques; to transact foreign exchange business;® to provide safe-deposit strong-room facilities
for clients’ valuables; to transact stock and share business ® on behalf of their clients and hold
securities in safe custody.

Banks write “insurance” type contracts’ with depositors and borrowers. Thus, personal,
corporate and bank depositors are assured that their deposits can be redeemed at full value.

Retail banking involves business with individuals and small businesses. Wholesale banking
involves business primarily with other large banks, as well as some business with governments
and very large multinational companies.

The more recent development in banking is the merging of investment and commercial
banking. Investment banking involves information intermediation and underwriting roles.

In addition, offshore banking, which is part of a country’s banking business that is
denominated in foreign currencies and transacted between foreigners, is developing too.

Since banks must always be able to meet demands for withdrawals, either immediately or at
short notice, they keep a certain percentage of their deposits in actual cash with the Central
Bank. This so called Cash Ratio is carefully guarded by banks through their credit policy.
Bankers are cautious men and, besides organizing the first line of defence — maintaining the
Cash Ratio , they guard carefully another percentage, which is the liquidity ratio, or near money
I.e. cash, money at call and Treasury Bills, in their assets.
