A There are many benefits if you do a work placement or internship. You will have the
opportunity to practise your skills in the workplace and you can test your career plans to see if
you have made the right decision. You can make contacts for the future, if you make a good
impression. You will learn how to take responsibility for your work and how to behave in an
environment which is different from being a student. A work placement also enhances the look
of your CV (many jobs are unavailable to those with no experience) — and, of course, you’ll earn
some money.

B Employers can also benefit from work placements. Students have up-to-date knowledge and
skills which can be put to good use on a project. Students are often highly motivated and work
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hard, and staff and students learn from each other as they do their work tasks. If a student works
really well, the employer can offer them a full time job with less risk than with an unknown
person. The student will be familiar with the organization and its unwritten rules and will fit in
better than someone who is completely new.

C There are different kinds of work placements. ‘Work shadowing’ means following someone
around as they do their work to see how they do it. A general role will mean being involved in
many different aspects of work in a department or company and learning how a wide range of
things work in the organisation. Taking on a specific role on a project or in a department is more
like having a real job and you will probably be responsible for a specific area of work.

D The most important quality the employer is looking for is attitude. When you approach an
employer for a work placement you must show that you are enthusiastic and willing to learn.
This is more important than previous experience. You will be able to learn from any work
experience but it is best to apply for a role which you are interested in and in which you can offer
the employer some benefit. You should also expect the employer to assess your work and to
offer you a written appraisal of how you performed in such areas as meeting deadlines and
dealing with your workload.

It takes 20 years to recover the cost of the investment.

At automobile dealerships, a significant number of car shoppers leave the lot with a brand new
car, even though they could not afford to pay for that car in cash. To obtain the car, these buyers
borrowed the money. They then gave the borrowed money to the car dealer in exchange for the
vehicle.

If the cost of a vehicle is $20,000 and a buyer hands over $2,000 in cash and $18,000 in

borrowed money in exchange for the vehicle, the buyer’s cash outlay is only 10% of the
vehicle’s purchase price. Using borrowed money to pay 90% of the cost enables the buyer to
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obtain a significantly more expensive vehicle than what could have been purchased using only
available personal cash. From an investment perspective, the is 10 to one (10:1). That
is to say, the ratio of personal cash to borrowed cash is $1 in personal cash for every $10 spent.

International accounting standards (IAS).

From an international perspective, it is important to remember that while based on similar
principles, Russian accounting does not fully meet international accounting standards (IAS). The
main differences are as follows:

 Sales are usually recorded on a cash basis. The cost of goods/services delivered but not
yet paid for remains on the balance sheet until payment is received. Most Russian taxes are sales-
based. As a result, companies try to minimize sales in their accounts. When sales are recorded on
a cash basis, allowances are not made for bad debt, in spite of the fact that bad debts may
represent a considerable share of accounts receivable. Sales figures for Russian companies tend
to be understated compared with the accrual sales of Western companies.

e Cost of goods sold. Russian companies report the full cost of goods sold, which
includes production costs, transportation, depreciation, marketing, and financial expenses.
No cost items are disclosed separately. Social costs are not included in the cost of goods sold.

» Depreciation: Only a straight-line depreciation method is allowed. The depreciation
rates are fixed by the government and are as a rule significantly lower than in the West.
Accelerated straight-line depreciation has been permitted since January 1, 1995 but is still rarely
used.

» Fixed assets: Fixed assets pose the most serious problem. Fixed assets are accounted for at
historical cost and cover property, plant and equipment. Land is not treated as a fixed asset and
does not appear on the balance sheet at all. Even if depreciation rates are lower than in the West,
fixed assets are generally undervalued compared with Western practice.

» Accounts receivable: Since most Russian companies record sales when they receive
payment, the sales margin is not accrued until that time. Therefore accounts receivable are
understated given that the sales margin is not reflected. Overdue accounts receivable are not
disclosed separately.

» Consolidation of accounts. Russian companies, including holding companies, are not
required to submit consolidated reports. No consolidation standards have been established yet.
Some of the holding companies prepare aggregated reports, summing up 100% of all subsidiaries
and associates without accounting for intragroup transactions and minorities. Consequently, the
reported results of Russian holding companies are usually significantly overstated.

All other aspects of Russian accounting are basically in line with 1AS. The Russian
government is taking measures to eliminate the most serious divergences.
